(SHRIARJUN SINGH): (a) and (b) As per District Information System of
Education (DISE) the average number of classrooms per Government
primary school has remained constant at an average of 2.4 during the year
2004-05 and 2005-06 nationally. in the States/UTs of Arunachal Pradesh,
Chandigarh, Chhattisgarh, Delhi, Jharkhand, Kerala, M.P. and Meghalaya
a marginal decrease is shown due to the time taken in constructing of a
new primary school after its notification. This leads to an increase in the
number of primary schools, without a corresponding rise in the number of
classrooms, in annual! statistics.
