vomitting and diarro-hea on 4th March, 1987. 
None of the students was in a serious 
condition and all of them recovered and the 
majority were discharged within 24 hours of 
admission. The matter is under investigation 
hy College authorities and remedial measures 
have heen taken in this regard.
