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25 per cent wdp for undertaking one time 
control measures in the flood affected areas to 
contain spread of Japanese Encephalitis and 3 
MTs of Malathion Technical for undertaking 
fogging operation have been supplied under 
NMEP besides BHC, DDT, Fenthion 
Pyrethrum etc. A total number of 22 fogging 
machines have also been supplied to the State 
Government for undertaking   fogging 
operations.

(SHRI RAJESH PILOT); (a) to (f) The 13. 
141 kms. long Quilon Bypass on NH-47 is 
estimated to cost about Rs. 1100. 00 lakhs. 
Due to financial constraints, the work on the 
bypass will be taken up in phases. To start 
with, land acquisition estimate for a length of 
3. 256 kms. has been sanctioned for Rs. 139. 
04 lakhs in October, 1986. Land Acquisition 
proceedings will now be taken up by the State. 
No memorandum has been received from the 
land owners. It is too early to indicate the 
likely date by which the bypass will be ready 
for traffic.
