It is envisaged
“that an Annual Performance Plan
consisting of -annual targets and
product-mix will be drawn up
between the Ministry . and SAIL,
and SAIL will be held accountable
for shortafalls in production, pro-

monitored. SAIL seeks to generate
its own resources for capital in-
vestment. Based on this plan SAIL
will be given an additional financial
powers for capital investments and
" will be competent to sanction re-
placements and  remewals - of
.assets upto Rs. 50 crores and addi-
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tions and new investments upto
Rs. 20 crores. It will also be dele-
gated ~ powers to introduce shemes
for. incentives, rewards, voluntary
retirement, retrenchment etc. sub-
ject to the total annual expenditure
on these shemes not substantially
exceding their present percentage
to basis wage and D.A. for the

year.
