building. There is also a scheme to de-
velop mode] stations on a planned basis.

(b) Names of mode] stations 15 Maha-
rashira State are Akola, Bombay VT
Pune, Nagpur, Sholapur, Nanded, Gondia
and Bombay Central.

(¢) The works are being taken up onmn
a programmed basis depending on the
traffic requirements, condition of buildings
and availablity of funds,

(d) Separate funds are not earmarked
for such works. The funds allotted for
the year 1986-87 under passenger ameni-
ties for the zonal Railways serving Maha-
vashtra are given below:
