THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF ENVIRONMENT AND 
FORESTS (SHRI Z. R. ANSARI): (a> A 
project proposal formulated by CHETANA, a 
Voluntary Organisation, on a "Green Belt 
around Hyderabad" for assistance from the 
Federal Republic of Germany is under the 
consideration of the Government of India. 

(b) This project aims at afforesting the 
periphery of the twin cities of Hy-
derabad/Secunderabad and taking up a 
meaningful rural development programme for 
the benefit of nearly 7 lakh people living in 
307 villages around the cities. The project has 
two components: (i) Green belt development 
around Hyderabad and (ii) IRD Programme. 
The project period is 10 years and the cost is 
estimated at Rs. 150. 00 
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million —30 per cent of which (Rs. 45. 00 
million) will be borne by the Lead Agency 
Chetana, which will seek the cooperation and 
involvement of Government Departments in 
the project. Foreign aid to the tune of 70 per 
cent (Rs. 105 million)' has been provided in 
the project report. The project has been posed 
for assistance from the Federal Republic of 
Germany.
