(The Vice-Chairman (Shri G. Swaml-
pathan) in the Chair) :

I am not unjust to say that some of
the grievances of Indian Nepalese are
genuine, As per Indo-Nepal Treaty of
1950, Nepalese from Nepal have privileges
in the matter of property, trade, employ-
ment, movement, etc,, except freedom of
franchise. These privileges have  caused
concern greately to Indian Nepalese due
to absence of an agency to regulate ths
privileges in a proper manner. Under the
guise of expelling the Nepalese of Nepal.
Indian Nepalis were deported in trucks and
were left by the Government of Meghalaya
at the Assam border Khanapura. It was
strongly opposed by the Government of
Assam. The then Government of Assam
and the Government of Meghalaya joined
together in pushing out the Indian Nepalis
at the Assam-Bengal border causing grave
trouble to the Government of West Bengal.
During the year 1980-—85, the Govern-
ment of Meghalaya expelled 6,481 Indiam
Nepalis.  In January, 1986 along, it is re-~
ported that 10,000 Indian Nepalis were €x-
pelled by the Government of Meghalaya.
They have been treated like illegal immi-
grants of Bangladesh. It is true that the
Nepalis elsewhere in the North-West: have
the problem of political identity. The ex-
and
Assam engendered outburst of violence jn
Darjeeling and other areas.

To6 remove the impediments emerging
out of this confusion and conflict, the +vs-
tem of restricted area permits was intro-
duced in 1976, but the scheme was not
honestly and sincerely implemented by the
Government. Consequently, Nepalis were
subject to harassment by the police. They
have been deprived of their property, pri
vileges and emvloyment. Tt has been ac-
cepted, it has been confirmed, by the Gov-"
ernor of Punjab, Shri S. S. Ray, that ‘Our
hill sisters and brothers had genuine grie-
vances. If these had been sincerely looked
info, a sea-change in the hill sitnation
could have been brought about. ‘Some of
mv friends may disagree with this state-
ment of Mr. S. S. Ray. But this has also
been confirmed by a non-political persom .
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of Darjeeling area; Mr. John Ghose, the
anglican Bishop of Darjeeling District has
cxpressed the same view. He says  “I
would say, there we genuine grievances.
Nepali people have been exploited in
North Bengal, They have no job oppor-
tunity in the area. Economically and cdu-
cationaliy, it is backward™.

Therefore, T would liks o know, what
has been done to remove iheir grievances?
Why is the Government xot serious in jm-
plementing the schemc of restricted area
nermiiz, which is mostly rasnonsibie for this
siate of affairs?

of Qazi Nissar. He indulged in
national activities early this year and later
when he went before the review commit-
tee of the court, he said, “I am a national-
ist. I want to have a solution within the
framework of the Indian Constitution.” So
this Subash Ghising affair ig not ap ordi-
nary affair, in my opinion. But I am em-
boldened by four statements made by the
honourable Home Minister. (1) Govern-

ment of India is opposed to the division of

West Bengal and has categorically rejected
the demand for a separate State of Gorkha-
land—this js the statement made by our
honourable Home Minister.” (2) Governt-
ment of West Bengal has proposed regional
autonomy for the Darjecling hills area and
an amendment of the Constitution for this
purpose. Government of India, however,
is not in favour of any amendment of
the Constitution. (3) Government also
cannot agree to the demand for abrogation
of the Indo-Nepalese Friendship Treaty of
1950. And (4) Government wished to
make it clear that violence has no place
in a democratic set-up. The GNLF is
gravely mistaken if it belicves that violent
confrontation will achieve its objective.

Under the circumstances the* position of
the Government of India is very clear; the
position of the Government of West Ben-
gal is also very clear. At the present mo-
ment as I find it, there is no meeting
ground between the Government of West
Bengal and Subash Ghising. So what is
the solution? ¥ would ask the honomable
Home Minister: When you have made
your position very clear by these four cate-
gorical statements and when you know ’ghe
position of the Government of West Bengal
which they have made very clear, what is
‘the solution? The solution lies in only
one w2y. Subash Ghising has wriiten a
letter to Sardar Bufa Singh receipt of
which he has acknowledged to him. T would
request the Home Minister to call him

III. Re statutory minimum price of
sugarcane for 1987-88,

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENT-
ARY AFFAIRS AND MINISTER OF
FOOD AND CIVIL SUPPLIES (SHRI
H. K.'L. BHAGAT): Sir, the Central
Government fixes the statutory minimum
price of sugarcane payable by the sugar
factories for each season, under the Su-
garcane (Control) Order, 1966. Upto the
season 1985-86, the cane price was being
fixed at the commencement of the crushing
season. However, while fixing the prices

for 1985-86 in November, 1985, the Gov~.

ernment had .also announced that the
statutory minimum price of  sugarcanc
payable during the season 1986-87 (Ist

"October 1986 to 30th September, 1987)

would be Rs. 17.00 per quintal linked to

‘8.5 per cent recovery with proportionate

premium for higher recoveries. This prac-
tice of announcing the cane price a year
in advance is intended to enable the came
growers to know the minimum price that
they would be getting for their produce.

Continuing this practice,- which was star-

ted last -yéar, the Government have deci-
ded that, for the next season, 1987-88
(beginning from Ist October 1987), the
statutory minimum price for sugarcane
would be fixed at the basic level of Rs.
18.00 per quintal linked to a recovery of

‘8. 5 per cent with proportionate premmm

for higher recoveries. This matks an ins
crease of Re. 1 per quintal over the
price fixed for 1986-87. i
