Adequate
number of counters for current book-
ing and unreserved tickets have been
provided al Madras Centra) and
Egmore stations, including for superfast
trains. Whenever there are long
queues, action is taken to open addi-
tional counters. There is only one
early morning train viz. Kovai Express
leaving Madras Central and for this
tr in, one hooking counter to release
the available reserved accommoda-
tion and another counter for issuing
unreserved tickets are opened suffi-
ciently early.
