sentiments expressed by the Leader
of the House and Leaders of various
groups in the House on the passing
away of a great national leader
Babu Jagjivan Ram. In his death
the country has lost one of its sur-
viving links with the veterans of the
pre-Independence era. In his public
life, that spanned more than five
decades, Babuji was a key partici-
pant in most of the changes and deve-
lopments that took place in modern
India. Babuji was a Champion of
the down-trodden and Harijans, an
able administrator, a successful par-
liamentrian and an astute politician.

Born at Villege Chandwa in Bhoj-
pur District of Bihar in April, 1908,
Babuji passed his matriculation exa-
mination in 1926 and that year,
Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya who
happened to visit Arrah town was
much impressed by the nationalis-
tic zeal and invited him to join the
Banaras Hindu University for higher
studies. He graduted from the Cal-
cutta University. Born in a poor
family and having suffered the pangs
of poverty and untouchability, the
plight of the Harijans and down
trodden deeply moved him and he
took up their cause to get them a
rightful place in the society. Babuiji
played a very active role in the free-
dom struggle and was detained in
December, 1940 for a year for
offering Satyagraha and again for
more than a year during the Quit
India Movement' in August, 1942.
In 1946 he was invited by the British
Cabinet Mission to present before
it the views of the Scheduled Castes.
He was inducted into the Interim
Governmnet in 1946 as a Minister
of Labour and thereafter he was a
Member of the Union Cabinet for
nearly 33 years. During this period he
ably presided over the afTairs of such
important Ministries as Labour and
Employment, Communications,
Railways, Food and Agriculture and
Defence. Shri Jagjivan Rain's stint
in the Labour Ministry was, in many
ways, his golden hour. Particular-
ly notable was his trend-setting role
in tbe unionization of plantation

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workers who had, until then, been
regarded as. outside the scope of
organized labour. His piloting the
Minimum Wages Bill and Employees
State Insurance Bill will also be
greatfully remembered. He was also
elected the President of General
Assembly of the International Labour
Organization. Under his steward-
ship the working in Railways improved
perceptibly. Air Transport was na-
tionalised , the country achived self-
sufficiency in food production. Under
Smt. Indira Gandhi's dynamic Lea-
dership during Indo-Pakistan war
in 1971, Babu Jagjivan Ram as
Defence  Minister provided quiet
guidance to the armed forces. To
his ministrial responsibilities Babuiji
brought his inborn shrewdness and
infinite capacity for work and pro-
fessional competenece of high order.

Babuji was one of the senior-
most  parliamentarian in India,
starting his career in 1937 as a mem-
ber of the Bihar Legislative Assembly
and therafter of the Constituent
Assembly, the Provisional Parlia-
ment and all the eight Lok Sabhas
till his passing away. A gem among
parliamentatarians, Babuji, with his
debating skills, tactful handling of
Parliament, down-to -earth approach
to problems and high sense of humour
could disarm many a strong opponent
during the debates. Babuji was
respected and loved by all his
views and counsel on many a cru-
cial matter were always sought,
whether he was inside the Government
or outside it. There is no doubt
that Babu Jagjivan Rain's services
will find a place of pride in the annals
of modern India.

I have also to refer with a deep
sense of sorrow to the passing
away of Shri Shrikant Verma, one
of our colleagues from the State of
Madhya Pradesh, Shri Nanda Kishore
Das, a former Member of the Rajya
Sabha from the State of Orrissa,
and Shri Chandra Shekhar Singh,
Minister of State in the Ministry
of Petroleum and Natural Gas.
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In the passing away of Shri a
Shrikant Verma, We have lost one
of our valued colleagues, a dedi-
cated and devoted worker and an
able  perliamentarian. The  Hindi
literary world has lost a poet and a
writer of great eminence and stand-
ding . The cruel hand of death has
snatched him away from us at a
comparatively young age. Shri Verma
was not in good health for some
time and had undergone treatment
in India and abroad. We had hoped
that he would soon rejoin us in full
health, but it was destined other-
wise.

Shri Shrikant Verma was born in
Bilaspur in Madhya Pradesh in Sep-
tember 1931 and got his education
at Bilaspur and Nagpur Universities.
A journalist by profession, Shri
Verma edited "Dinman", a Hindi
publication of the Times of India
group of papers, from 1964 to 1977,
gave talks and recited poems from the
All India Radio, B.B.C.and also from
the  Delhi  Doordarshan  Kendra.
Shri Verma was a prolific writer in
Hindi and had many literary works
to his credit, for which he received
several awards from the Central and
State Governments. With his lucid
and modern creative prose and
poetry, Shri Verma had carved a
place for himself in the domain of
Hindi literature. The writings of
Shri Shrikant Verma were translated
in several European and Asian langu-
ages and received recognition in those
places. Apart from that, Shri Verma
had himself translated into Hindi a
number of works of Western poets
and authors. Shri Verma was also
associated with several educational
institutions and served of many offi-
cial committees with distinction.

Shri Shrikant Verma had endeared
himself to one and all with his pleas-
ing manners during his membership
of the House from 1976.

Shri Nanda Kishore Das was born
at Gopariasahi in Balasore District
of Orissa and got his higher educa-
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tion in Calcutta. Shri Das started
his career as a teacher of English but
was soon attracted by the freedom
movement and joined the Civil Dis-
obedience Movement and suffered
imprisonment on three occasions.

Shri Das has a long parliamentary
career spanning five decades. Shri
Das served as a Member of the Bihar
and Orissa Legislative Counsils from
1927 to 1929 and was also a Member
and Speaker of the Orissa Legislative
Assembly. Shri Das served as a
Member of the Constituent Assembly,
the Provisional Parliament and this
House from April 1960 to April 1966
A selfless social worker, Shri Das was
a person of very simple habits. He
made valuable contribution to the
deliberations of this House during
his term of membership.

We received with shock the sad
news of the demise of Shri Chandra
Shekhar Singh, eight days back.
Shri Singh was born in August 1927
at village Bangrahata in Samastipur
District of Bihar and had his educa-
tion  Monghyr and Patna.  Shri
Singh served as a Member of the
Bihar Legislative Assembly from 1952
to 1962, 1969 to 1977 and again from
1983 to 1985 and was a Minister in
the Bihar Government from Ig69 to
1975 and Chief Minister from 1983
to 1985. Being an agriculturist, Shri
Singh had a deep knowledge of the
problems of agriculture and worked
steadfastly to improve the conditions
of agricultural labour. In the Central
Government, Shri  Singh held inde-
pendent charge of th; Ministries of
Textiles Petroleum and Natural Gas.

A person of calm and quiet nature
and soft of speech, Shri Singh served
the country with earnestness and
dedication. In his untimely demise
we have lost an able administrator.

We deeply mourn the passing away
of Babu Jagjivan Ram, Shri Shrikant
Verma, Shri Nanda Kishore Das and
Shri Chandra Shekhar S ingh.
