Sir, 1 call the attention of the Minis-
ter of Labour to the situastion arising
out op the continued strike by textile
mill workers in Delhl since May 28,
1986, and the steps taken by Govern-
ment to resolve the issues involved
therein

THE MINTSTER OF STATE OF THE
M'NISTRY OF LABOUR (SHRI P. A.
SANGMA): Siry on 18th February,
1986, a Sangharsh Committee of s#ix
trade Unions gave notice of 5 11
point charter of demands to the man-
agements of five textile mills in Delhi,
viz.,, Delhi Cloth Mills, Swatantra
Bharat Mills, DCM Silk Mills, Birle
Textile Mills and Ajudhiya Textile
Mills. The demandg included among
others, an interim relie? of Rs. 100
per month pending wage revisiom,
neutralisation of Dearness Allowance
at 100 per cent, House Rent Allow-
ance. recgularisation of badli. casual
and temporary Workers, reinstatement
or all workers who had been dis-
missed/suspendd  since 1979, anf
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withdrawal of police cases filed
against workmen from 1979 onwards.
Though the Sanghrash Committee did
not file a statement of claims, the
matter was taken in conciliation by
the Delhi  Administration, and a
number of proceedings have been
held by the Conciliation Officers and
the Labour Commissioner, Delhi Ad-
ministration with the textile manage-
ments and the Unionsg the canciliation
efforts failed. Therefore, a series of
metings were held wi'h the parties, firstly
by the Executive Councillor (Health)
in Delhi Administration who is look-
ing after labour and then by the Lt.
Governor, Delhj to explore ways of
reaching 5 setllement. In these dis-
cussions, the managementg agreed to
consider the demand for interim
relief prowided the wcelkmen were
agreeable to link it with productivity.
This was not acceptable to the Unions
and no settlement could be reached.
In the circumstances, those demands
which were srtecific, and constituted
industrial disputes, were referred by
the Delhi Administration on 25-4-1986
for  adjudication by the Industrial
Tribunal, Deihi. These demands
include grant of interim relief, Dear-
ness Allowance, House Rent Allow-
ance, reduction in workload and
regularisation of  badli, casual and
temporary workers, .

The Sangharsh Committee served a
notice ot strike on the managements
on 12-5-1986, declaring their intention
of going on gtrike from 28-5-1986, The
Lt. Governor, Delhi personally inter-
vened, and called a number of meet-
ings, in an effort to settle the dispute
and avert the strike. But no mutually
acceptable  settlement could be
reached, and about 20000 textile
workers went on an indeflnite strike
from 28-3-1988,

The membelrs of the Sangharsh
Cor imittes met me from time to time
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and sought my intervention in the
matter. Accordingly, I called a
meeting of all the ties on 18th
June, 1988 to try to get the manage-
ments and the Unions tesolve their
differences and  settle the matter
amicably. The Lt. Governor, Delhi
attended the meeting. The persisting
differences between the managements
and the Unions relate to grant of
interim relief, and its linkage with
productivity, and withdrawal of dis-
ciplinary cases involving workers. I
appealed to both parties that efforts
be continued to break the deadlock
and to find a mutually acceptable
solution early. The parties agreed
to my suggestion that the talks be
resumed. I am to inform the House
that the Labour Commissioner, Delhi
Administration and the Chief Labour
Commissioner (Central) have  held
several rounds of joint and separate
discussion with the managements and
the unions from 19-6-1986 to
22.-7-1986—actually it should be to
23-7-1986 and 24.7.1586 morning—in
which the proposals put forward
respectively by the parties, and the
compromise formulae suggested by
the Chief Labour Commissioner
(Central) were considered, As a
result op the deliberations, there
seems to be a softening of attitude on
the part of both the parties, = - .

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SHRI GURUDAS DAS GUPTA:
Sir, I thank the Labour Minister for
the initiative he has taken to settle
the textile workers' dispute with the
management and end the prolonged
strike. So far as his statement is
concerned, that a settlement is in gight
with the NTC mills, that is also a
welcome development. But, Sir, the
whole thing needs to be looked into
also from a different angle.

As far as I remember, the strike is
on from 28th of May. That is, the
strtke has continued for a little less
than two months. Twenty thousand
workers are on strike. Five mills are
closed, O these five mills, one
belongs to NTC and four belong to
private owners. As far as my esti-
mate goes, the private sector, as a
result of the strike, has lost not less
than six to seven crores of rupees and
the NTC also, because it is in the
oompany of the private sector, has
lost not less than one crore of rupees.
The most important point in this
regard is, the textile workers have
been agitating for settlement on wage
increase all ove» the country. No-
where did a strike become necessary
to win their demands. It ig only in
Delhi that strike became necessary,
bechuse the strike was imposed on
the workers. Incidentally, the strike
is being conducted by all the central
Uniong of the country,

In Bombay there has been an
interim settlement  because of the
award given py the Chief Minigter who
was, till recentlv. the Home Minister
of India. According to the award of
the Chief Minister the strike could
have been averted. Argain, in Kanpur
wages of textile workers have been
increased as a result of the interim
award or order ¢given bv the U.P.
State Government., T supvose in
Coimbatore also the strike could have
been averted. Therefore. Sir, every-
where in India exceot the canital,
the citadel of power where the Prime
Minister and the Government live
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and function, strike had to be resor--

ted to by the workers and even an
Interim  settlement could not be
found. In my
Dethi is intriguingly different fromy
the rest of the country, and this is
because of the behaviour of certain
departments of the Government
jincluding the Textiles Department.
May I, Sir, with your permission,
charge the Textiles Ministry—I do
not know if anyone of them is present
here in the House—that it is because
o the attitude of the Textiles Minis-
try in  general and the Textiles
Secretary in particular that a settle-
ment is not being arrived at? Let
me also mention that the Bureau of
Public Enterprises is alsno responsible
for prolonging the strike here in
Delhi.

Sir, it is very interesting to note
that our popular Prime Minister
could not find time, even during a
period of two months, to meet the
striking  workers who are living
within miles from his place of resi-
dence., It is also very interesting
that Rajiv Gandhi could talk to Mr.
Laldenga who has heen fighting with
arms against our country but cou’
not meet the striking workers. It is
also very interesting that he could
meet some other people. According
to press reports, Mr. Rajiv Gandhi
had sent for Mr. Subhash Gheishing,
but T stand corrected because the
Prime Minister has told a different
story just now., But it is true that
the Prime Minister has been meet-
ing, quite appropriately, people from
different shades of public opinion to
bring peace to the country including
those who have taken up arms against
the country. But it is very interest-
ing that he has no time to meet the
striking workers og Delhi. Sir, may
I ask whether it is because
of the reason that one of the impor-
tant owne'rs, one of the important
cavitalists connectel with the Delhi
textiles happens to be a friend of Mr.
Gandhi, that he is taking a person-
alised angle and  attitude in the
whole thing. I am told that there i8

opinion the strike in
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one Mr. Charat Ram or Mr, Vibay
Charat Ram or some such name, who
has been his Doon  School friend.
While Mr. Gandhi could not meet the
workers, on three occasions he had
met this gentleman at his residence.
Therefore, the question of persona-
lised interest of Mr. Gandhi comes in
the whole thing. I would like to get
an answer from the Minister. It is
not my jnference. I want to know
whether it is because -of the person-
alised interest that the Prime Minis-
tr is taking such an inte.~st Yt is
for him to clear.

Sir, what is most embarrassing for
me and maybe also for the Labour
Minister is that the National Textile
Corporation, a nationalised sector, is
in the company of Birlas and Charat
Rams. I do not understand the
veason for it. While the Labour
Minister is speaking of participation
of labour in preoduction, while the
Labour Minister is speaking of parti-
cipation of labour in management, the
nationalised  sector of the textile
industry under the Textile Ministry
is in the company of the monopoly
capital to beat down the workers by
prolonging the strike. Is it not «
piece of hypocricy on the part of the
Government Which promises and
gneaksg of workers' narticinatinn in
the management of the industry?

Sir, I am told that workers are
ready to settle with the NTC mills
meparately even by modifying their
demand., And I am told that the NTC
management ig absolutely determined
not to riegle out of the company of
the private sector and sit separately
with the workers of its own factory
and ‘reach a separate settlement. If
it is true, then, T supvose it ig a dan-
gerous devarture from the policy that
the Government stands for.

Sir, in my opinion, the strike has
been imposcd by the management, by
a section of Government officials and
by the Textile Ministry in order to
break the morale of the workers. The
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strike is being prolonged because of
th obstinate gttitude of the manage-
ment because they want o give an
opporunity to the DCM to wind up
its business. I would like the Labour
Minister to tell us whether a notice
of closure was given by the DCM,
whether that notice was rejected by
the Delhi Administration, whether a
case is pending in the High Court,

whether the DCM hag already sold
out a part of its land on which
workerg’ quarters are  situated.

Therefore, they are after winding up
the DCM mill, Mr. Charat Ram is
after winding up the mill. And to
wind up his own businesg the strike
is being prolonged. I would like the
Minister to tell us what action he
has taken to prevent this illegal sale
of the property of the DCM manage-
ment.

Sir, my point is, if the strike is
prolonged and the morale of the
workers is broken, then, what is the
future? You can break the strike,
but you cannot break the mind of
the workers. And with broken mind
of the workers, 1 suppose, industrial
peace cannot be maintained. With
broken mind of the workers. 1 sup-
pose, the productivity cannot pick
up. Therefore, it is extremely neces-
sary that the morale of tha workers
is not broken and that the Govern-
ment does not take a slde. that the
Textile Ministry is forceg to with-
draw its support tg the private in-
dustry as we see in the strike golng
on here 1in Delhi.

According to the Industrial Disputes
Act, for the textile industry, the
appropriate Government jg the State
Government, And in thig matter, the
appropriate Government ig the Delhi
Administration. ~Therefore, the Cen-
tral Government hag a very limited
role. It so happeneg that Delhj is the
capita]l of Indiag and they have the
opportunity to come and kee the
Labour Minister, they have the
opportunity to meet the hon, Mem-
bers of Parliament, and they have
the opportunity to meet anybody
they want. And in thig context...

SHRI NIRMAL CHATTERJEE:
Delhj ig a State or g Union Territory?

SHRI P, A. SANGMA: Union Ter-
ritory,

SHRI NIRMAL CHATTERJEE:
Therefore, it i the responsibility of
the Central Government,

SHRI P. A, SANGMA; Union Ter-
ritory is also a Government. State
includes even the Union Territory.
Union Territory is also a Government.
I am taking g legal position. But
becauge our leaders in the Centre,
particularly those Memberg of Par-
liament representing Delhi—Mr, Jag-
digh Tytler, Mr. H. K, L. Bhagat,
Mr, Laxmi Narain, and Mr P. R.
Kumaramangalam-—have gspoken to
me, they met me along with 1the
workerg individually that I chose to
intervene in the matter. And from
16th of June, we have spent as much
a3 110 hourg in the Labour Ministry,
trying to negotiate. So, we have not
just kept quiet, We started the nego-
tiation last night at 9 o'clock. It
went up to 5 o’clock in the morning.
I wag myself there,

AN HON. MEMBER: 5 o'clock in
the morning? .

SHEL P. A. SANGMA: Of course.
My Labour Secretary was there, the
whole Dlelhi Administration was
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there. We broke ang we resumed the
talk at 9 o'clock in the morning, And
till the time that I left my office at
10.45, there wag something in the
offing that gome gettlement could be
reached. That is why 1 hurriedly
modified my statement and I am
happy te say that the settlement has
been reached; memorandum of under-
standing has been fsigned between
the management of the NTC Mill
and the workers, I do not know
whether I should read out the whole
thing but I can say the maip point is
that according to the memorandum
of understanding, the workerg of
Ajudhiya Textile Mill will get an
interim relief at the rate of Rs. 70
per month from 1st of January, 1986.
Arrearg will be paid in two instal-
ments and they have agreed to call
off the strike from tomorrow, Ag I
said in the beginning—my friend has
rightly suggested—the debate ghould
be concluded. 1 think it should be
concluded now and my appeal to the
private management i3 that they
should follow NTC mill and ecomg to
a settlement.

SHRI GHULAM RASOOIL, MATTO
(Jammu and Kashmir): In case they
don’t? Y

SHRI P, A. SANGMA. We shall gee
what we can do. I must also put on
record my appreciation for the hard
work done by Lieutenant Governor
of Delhi, Labour Commissioner of
Delhi and his staff, the Textileg Sec-
retary, Chief Labour Commissioner
and others, and the trade-union
leaders, and NTC management and
also the Textile Ministry. Somebody
accused the Textile Secretary, whe-
ther hs was with ug this morning.
They have taken interest and I put
my deep appreciation for them on
record, for the effortg they made to
reach this settlement,
