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other factors which have to be
taken into account. Power is one
important factor, for instance. There-
fore, a view has to be taken which
to the extent possible, reconciles
the two positions. But unfortuna-
tely, the two positions cannot be
totally reconciled.

The
po~ition, however, improved there-
after except in ths North-Eastern
States, Bihar, Rajasthan, Kerala
and Tamil Nadu from where de-
ficient rainfall was reported. Due to
good rains between 23rd and 28th
July, 1986 in Rajasthan, the defi-
ciency impact in the State is likely
to be minimised. In the Southern
States, during August, rainfall frem
atmospheric  depressions, 1f any,
could belp in reducing moisture
stress. Kharif sowing in <ome States
are since going on, As such, it is too
early to make any assessment at
this stage of the impact of rainfall
on kharif production during this
year. .

WANA : This question does not
arise out of the present question. be-
cause this question relates to the
monsoon and now he is asking about
the relief being given to the State
Government because of the drought.

For example, it hus been
announced on  Doordarshan that
Telengana region of Andhra Pra-
desh and Marathwada region of
Maharashtra did not get the proper
monsoon and the sowings have not
been completed there. Will it not
affect the production from kharif
crops?

SHRI YOGENDRA MAK-
WANA : The schedule is prepared by
the Meteorology Department about
the rainfall in the entire country. There
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are 33 sub-divisions which
are identified and what the rainfall
will be is also given by the Meteoro-
logy Department. 1 have available
with me the dates on which the mon-
soon will set in a particular area and
so far, I have seen from the reports,
the monsoon has broken in many
areas. But it cannot be said at present
that it will affect the crop production
because it all depends on the rain-
fall in the months of August and
September. Also in certain areas the
kharif sowing is still going on; 1t
is not completed all over the country.
