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above the prescribed ceiling or because of 
their participation in movements not 
recognised by Government. In the former case 
pensions, if otherwise admissible, were 
restored after income ceiling was removed in  
1980. 

lt has also been decided that a freedom 
fighter certifying in the underground suffering 
of another freedom fighter should have the 
same area of activity which is usually a 
district as it  existed before independence. 

Prevention  against leakage of radia-
tion/atomic dust

MENT, ATOMIC ENERGY, ELECTRO-
NICS AND SPACE (SHRI SHIVRAJ 
PATIL): (a) Government is constantly 
reviewing the safety measures at nuclear 
power stations and, based on expert technical 
advice, the design and operating practices at 
these stations are constantly Improved to en-
sure that leakage of radiation/atomic 

dust from various atomic reactors in the 
country do not take place. Nuclear power 
plants in India are different in design from the 
Chernobyl plant in the Soviet Union. 

(b) Adequate dessimination of in 
formation about nuclear technology, 
inbuilt safety features in Indian Nu- 
clear installations and steps taken for 
radiation protection are constantly 
undertaken by the Department of Ato 
mic Energy through literature, adio- 
visuals, lectures etc. 

(c) The policy of Government has 
always been to work towards nuclear 
disarmament.
