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SHRI VISHWANATH PRATAP
SINGH: We will give rice in addition
to wheat. So when the population
cannot take wheat and is on rice, that
sensitivity of the population will be
taken care of. To say that only it
should be done, it is not clear for me
to give that hope.

About the point made about Maha-
rashtra about jowar and makka. I am
aware that in many areas people pre-
fer that. In some areas of Rajasthan
also and some areas of Madhya Pra-
desh too. But this is confined to
wheat and at some places alongwith
rice,

Now whether we will continue it or
not, and not only when there is plen-
ty. We are planning for plenty; not
scarcity. We hope that alongwith
plenty, we will continue 1it.

About reaching of mobile shops etc.
in other places, the point was made.
Of course, that is a question of distri-
bution and strengthening the public
distribution gystem. We will be mak-
ing our best efforts in consultation
- with the State agencies. About the
point made that where States are the
zgency of implementation, what is the
check on beneficiaries. All those
points have been made. Well, for
those which are under the various
schemes of RLEGP, NREP etc. the
norms are there. And also for nutri-
tion programme for women and chil-
dren, the norms are there. So, already
there are the existing norms to guide
the programme. Certainly, apart from
State agencies, other agencies can be
contemplated like the NCC and others
to be pressed into action for distribu-
tion purposes in very remote areas
where there is insufficient infrastruc-
ture.

I think, I cannot agree about pulses
also. The idea, I do not reject. But
we do not have the possibility at the
moment because. you know., we are
short of pulses.
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The point was made that black-mar-
keting will occur and whether it will
he only for the rural areas or the ur-
ban areas and ‘what amount can be
picked from the ration shops. It is ap-
plicable to the whole of India, includ-
ing the urban area also. There are la-
bourers working in the rural areas.
They will be beneficiaries of the
scheme,

About black-marketing, I think
black-marketing is not a problem: and
wheat marketing is the problem.

About how much will be given, it is
open. The quantum is not there, so
far as the ration card holders are con-
cerned,

Labour System (Abolition) Amend-
ment Bill. Shrimatl Usha Malhotra.

SHRIMATI USHA MALHOTRA:
Madam Vice-Chairman, first of all, I
would like to congratulate our hon.
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Finance Minister, Shri Vishwanath
Pratap Singhji for his statement on
policy he has just announced in favour
of the weaker sections to ameliorate
their sufferings and also bringing in
this vital scheme that would improve
the lot of those working sections about
which we have been debating upon.

I would also like to refer to the Gov-
ernmeat’s decision and the measures
thai he is going to take through this
statement of policy which the Govern-
ment has put forth., I am very happy
to read and also to know thal special
reference has been made to the nutri-
tion programme for young children.
pregnant women and nursing mothers.
This was actually called for. This is
the last year of the International Wo-
men s Decade, and I am very happy
that the Government with Shri Rajiv
Gandhi, our dynamic Prime Minister
heading it, has brought in such a pro-
gramme towards the end of the Wo-
men‘s Decade. Although we have a
number of programmes for their bene-
fit, to emphasise it and to focus the
attention of the country at this time,
I think, is remarkable, and we congra-
tulate him. This would also take
into its ambit various States,
backward areas, tribal areas and all
that we have been aiming at in this
debate earlier.

I would only like to point out that
the distribution system which has been
pointed out by our Finance Minister
reeds gearing up. For such a heavy
programme, 1 think, we have to raise
the infrastructure to a standard where
we are able to deliver the goods be-
cause we do not want all this to be
enshrined in the statute books or any
statement or policy stalements but to
be carried to the people at large.

I would also like to refer 1o him that
there has to be a coordinated effort of
different Ministries, the respective Mi-
nistries which are going to take it up,
in fields like the distribulion which
comes under the Food and Supplies
Ministry or other programmes which
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are to be taken up through this state-
ment. Monitoring is as important as
the implementation. I would request
the Honourable Minister to kindly keep
thal at the back of his mind.

Coming back to the debate, I said
that the Planning Commission had re-
commended a detajled survey of the
bonded labour by all the State Govern-
ments so ag to find out and identify
the bonded labour from different cate-
gories like atlached labour, contract
labour and the inter-State migrant la-
bour including both men and women,
We have to consider that there is no
confusion in the minds of the functio-
naries and as such we have to clarify
this. And this is precisely what we
are doing through this amendment
which has been brought forward to
overcome certain dilficulties and con-
fusion.

It is proposed to amend clause g of
section 2 of the Bonded Labour Sys-
tem (Abolition) Act, 1976. < larifica-
tion 'was called for both categories, i.e.,
inter-State migrant labour and con-
tract labourers who work like bonded
labourers will now be deemed to be
working under the bonded labour sys-
tem. This amendment seeks to remove
the lacuna. This Act would be able to
cover certain disabilities which the
Act suffers from at the moment. In
Cealing with the bonded labour prob-
lem which in our country dis troubling
many a mind—whether it is the Oppo-
sition or the ruling party—their con-
cern has been equal. There is no, doubt
about it. But we must also give due
credit to the leaders who have spelt
out certain programmes to ameliorate
their sufferings; and to focus the at-
tention of the entire machinery as to
how to bring them out of the clutches
of those creditors who try to exploit
the gituation. As they being the deb-
tors i.e., the bonded labour are exploit-
ed to a great extent. This situation is
quite deplorable. They live in inhu-
man conditions. It is a miserable
plight for those who know what bond-
age has been.
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I would also like to, draw the atten-
tion of this august House to the fact
that our Honourable Prime Minister
has undertaken tour of the backward
areas. He has gone to the remotest tri-
bal areas to study for himself” and to
get a first-hand knowledge of their
problems in those regions. I think this
has brought home to him so many
facts which he has been able to spell
out in the policy which 1s being adopt-
ed by the Government. I think we
all should give due credit to this as-
pect of the Government which is try-
ing to implement and bring about dy-
namic changes in the interest of the
weaker sections. Well we have a re-
cord continuities in India of the poli-
cies announced against the record of
discontinuity in the entire werld.

I would also like tq draw the atten-
tion of our Minister to the fact that it
is women who suffer badly under the
bondage system. It has been pointed
out by my colleagueg whether they
take up certain duties or they are
forced into certain sort of service it is
deplorable. I would request the Ho-
nourable Minister to lay more empha-
sis on the plight of women and to see
that the States are able to identify.
. release and to rehabilitate women. At
the same time. they should be able
to report back to the Centre of the
progress they have achieved. There
has to be a2 monitoring cell of what
has 1o be achieved. Otherwise, what-
ever we talk of it, it goes down in
the pages of our Statute Book. But
I feel that implementation through the
States is very, veryv vital.

Now this clarification of the migrant
and the contract labourers who work
like bonded labourers will be deemed
10 be working under the bonded la-
bour system. This amendment seeks
-to remove the lacuna. With this, I
would support this amendment empha-
tically and also would like 1o congra-
tulate the Government for bringing in
the extra teeth which thig Act needed
for different definitions we already had
{or Bonded Labour, for Bonded Labour
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System  but these definitions have
proved to be inadeguate and hence
this clarification through an amend-
ment was scught and I support this
emphatically. Thank you.

SHRI SUSHIL. CHAND MOHUNTA
(Haryana): Madam Vice-Chairman,
throughout the last so many centuries.
the majority of the people of this coun-
try have lived in appalling conditions,
conditions which are not comparable
to most parts of the world. People
have lived and barley have the resour-
ces lo subsist. They have suffered in
health, they have starved, they do not
have roof over their heads with the
result that these people will power to
fight against oppression has been suffi-
ciently curbed. They have not been
in a position to assert themselves in
spite of the fact that now it 1s more
than 38 years since we attained inde-
pendence yet this idea of freedom has
rot percolated to all the levels of our
society with the net result, people still
think that they are morally bound to
subscribe to the conditions under
which they were forced or lured into
service. Thig is the general impres-
sion. Generally, people living in this
country are honest, religious. They
do not want to cheat anybody and
iherefore they think that even in the
moments of their weakness, when they
were lured for signing agreements for
service. employed in service, howso-
ever wrong those conditions may be.
howsoever illegal those conditiong may
be, howsoever  they may be, yet they
[eel that they are obliged to abide by
thern, This created g system of bond-
ed labour. Otherwise, according to
the law. no person can ever he bound
to forcibly do or perform the work of
another person against his will. There
i# no law which can do it. But he
feels morally bound to do it and this
aspect of the matter has to be atiend-
ed to. There is no use having a gta-
{ute on the book which is not properly
implemented. Just 1o quote an ins-
tance. we have had a Child Marriage
Restraint Act in this country for so
many years—more than half a cen-
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fury and in spile of that, we still find
‘ehildren marriages bheing performed.
Why? Because the idea that child
.marriages are wrong, they should be
- stopped, this could not be percolated to
all the levels and everybody thought
that marrying of the daughter at a
young age of 11 -years, 12 years or 14
years age was a pious religious act and
they are morally bound to do it, This
is how konded labour has come to stay
in this country. No matter how many
definitions we may have, the tenor of

the Acts coming into Iforce, the Bills,

being brought, they won't serve the
purpose. You will be surprised, under
our nose near Faridabad, it is a part
o Delhi now, it is in the Capital peri-
phery region, in places like Faridabad,
.Ballabhgarh. Gurgaon, there are so
mary places which are hardly 30 to 40
kms. away from  Delhi within this
area, there are people working under
- appalling conditions * on quarries as
contract labour and we sitfing' in
Deihi over here have not been able to
help them. This. is the position.

Therefore, I would suggest that this

by itself is not sufficient. You must
kave detecting agencies. First of all,
if you really want to render good to
the people, you must have employ-
ment agencies in sensitive areas. For
instance, we have brick kilns, we have
quarries and we have .agricultural la-

> bour. There are so many other places

where we have contract lahour nor-
mally in vogue. And ihe -labour are
lured into it because in weak moments
they hatve 1o power of resistance or

they are given slight allurements. Pro- .

bably in order to make themselves
subsist ur to provide a bare minimum
or hardly a bare minimum for their
children or their womenfolk, they are
lured inlo signing contract agreements
and they feel that they are bound
down to it. that they are stuck with it
and cannont leave it. Therefore, these
areas must be identified and after
identification of these areas, - regular
checks must be made regarding all
these [higs. There must be regular
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teams, agencies which must implement
this measure because this is the great-
est crime on earth—having bonded
labour in a {freé independent coun-
try, having people who still subscribe
io the idea that because they have
signed a particular agreement, they
are bound down by it. I can under-
stand one who signs probably not a
justiciable agreement. It can create a
financial liability for them, but cer-
tainly cannoi creaie a liability for
them wherein they are made to work
forcibly. This 'must be made abso-
lutely clear. I welcome this definition.
It is in the right direction. but it is
not sufficient. If you really want to
get rid of this malady and make every-
body hold his head high, you must try
to take the help of social organisations
who have the necessary information.
The police in every police station must
be made responsible. Suppose in the
area of a particular police station,
there are two or three or four laces
or quarries where labour is made to
work forcibly, and the police have
iaken no action hut dther people have
found it out, then the person in charge
of that police staton must be booked.
You must have some such thing .sn

" that everybody is aetive in this affair.

Therefore, I support this amendment,
fut at the same time. I would wam
the Government that this is not suffi-
cient. Don’t Be complacent over it.
enolgh and see
that the people who are in charge of
the law and order situation in every
district, tehsil or police station are
made equally responsible if such a
thing exists anywhere and it comes to
your knowledge through any source
other than these people.

SHRI S. W. DIHABE (Maharashtra):
I welcome this measure brought for-
word by the hon. Minister extending
the scope of the Bonded Labour
Act. The performance of the Minis-
try in this matter has not been very
good. The bonded labour system was
abolished by an Act of 1976, The
State Governments are primarily res-
ponsible for the enforcement of the
Act. Now, this will put additional
responsibility on them.

The incidence of bonded labour has
been reporied from 11 States, ie.
Andhra Pradesh., Bihar. Gujarat
Karnataka Kerala, Madhya Pradesh,

[ RAJYA SABHA )
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Maharashtra, -Orissa, Rajasthan,
Tamil Nadu and Uttar Pradesh. Now
the rules state that there will be a
slatutory vigilance commitiee. The
Supreme Court has also directed the
Government to see that statutory vigi-
lance committees are appointed in
every Stale, when we discussed the
matter last time, the performance of
the Ministry was very poor. I wounld
like to know ifrom the Minister whe-
ther vigilance commiitees have been
appointed in any of the 11 States
which have been identified.

properly taken care of. The picture
that is being given by the Govern-

ment in this regard is also, not dis-
couraging because so far the Govern-
ment has been able to identify one
lakh .ninety thousand bonded labour-
ers, out of which one lakh forty-six
ihousand labourers have heen rehahi-
litated so far and the total quantum
of money spent by ihe Central Gov-
ernment in this regard comes to Rs.
16.50 crores. So, this performance
cannot be ealled a poor performance.
But what I would like to impress
upon the hon. Minister is the fact
that there has to be vigilance on the
part of the Central Government,
they have to see that the State Gov-
ernments are performing properly
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since the responsibility falls on the
shoulders of the State Governments
as well as the Central Government,
at least in the matter of giving finan-
cial support to the bonded labourers
because they are supposed to get
Rs. 4.000 per head out of which 50
per cent is spen{ by the Central Gov-
crnmen{ and 50 per cent comes from
the State Government. I would like to
request the hon. Minister to feel
concerned about the new phenomena
tnat had been witnessed in the coun-
try in the recent days. In U.P., as
for example, while participating in
s debate on this issue in the Lok
Sabhy in May, 1984, the hon. Labour
Minister said that in U.P. 27 vigilance
committees have been formed. The
statement was made in May, 1984 but
in February, 1985 from Etwah dis-
trict, from Jaswan village, 180 per-
sons were exploited by the local peo-
ple as bonded labourers and one of
them went to the Supreme Court and
prayed for protection and ultimately
under the direction of the Supreme
Court they were being liberated.
So, although the declaration is being
made by the concerned State Govern-
ments that vigilance committees are
being formed, there is every doubt
for us to guestion the performance of
the vigllance committees effectively.
I do not know what information the
hon. Minister has from Bihar, how
many vigilance committees have been
formed there and 'what is the perfor-
mance of those committees in the
State ol Bihar. I would like to tell
you that although they are being freed.
they are being liberated today, their
rehabilitation is yet to be done pro-
perly. I wauld like to cite one exam-
ple of Rajasthan, where 500 families
were liberated from the Haryana-Delhi
border who were engaged in stone
quarries as bonded labourers. They
were taken to Rajasthan and shelter-
ed ip relief  camps in Jamian village
in the Barmer district. Bul after star-
vation deaths started, people even ex-
pressed their desire to go back to the
areas where they were engaged as
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ponded labourers. They spoke to the
press people that it is better to, live
as bonded labour than live in those
relief camps where food was a prob-
lem, medicine was a problem and they
also revealed that outl of Rs. 4000, they
were paid to the tune of Rs. 880 only
and resl ol the money had been spent
on other arrangements. So, there is
every reason for us to feel concerned
about the performance of the State-
Governments. ‘These two issues arc
the glaring examples o non-pertorm-
ance of State Governments in this re-
gard.

I would also like to impress upon
the hon. Minister to take care of an-
other aspect. About 800 blocs had
been covered by the organisers who
had heen appointed by the Labour
Ministry to work as organisers at a
salary of Rs. 250 and their job is to
motivate the people to fight against
this social evil and their job also is
to liberate the bonded labourers.
I want to know from the hon. Minis-
ter as to what monitoring system he
has got to ensure that these organi-
sers function properly and they dis-
charge their responsibility according
to the expectations of the Ministry.

I would also like to know as to what
happened to the recommendations
made by the Central Standing Com-
mittee of which he was the Chairman
whose recommendation was made in
the month of March, 1985 in the mat-
ter of enhancing financial support to
the victims and infroduction of a
time-bound programme to eradicate
this problem from our society.

I would also like to impress upon
the whole House that this question
should not be dealt with in isolation
because this is closely linked with
other aspects of the 20-point program-
me. Although this point itself forms
a part of fthe 20-point Programme, be-
ing point No. 6, that the beneficiaries
are closely linked with points No. 3,
No. 4 and No. 9 ef the 20-point pro-
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gramme., I would like to impress
upon the hon. Minister and, through
you. the Finance Minister also that if
point No. 3, that is, IRDP, is properly
implemented and ir benefits are given
and financial support is given to poor
people, they will not get converted in-
lo bonded labourers; tomorrow if the
poor people-are given land properly
and if they are rehabilitated accord-
ing to point No. 4 of the 20-point pro-
gramme, if land is properiy distribut-

el amongsl them they will never be '

forced to get into the task of bonded
sabourer. 1f point No. 7 that is deve-
lopment of Scheduled Castes and Sche-
duled Tribes 1s properly harnessed, if
these poor people are looked
after properly in the vil-
lages, this explod.ation will automa-
tically ceuse  to exist. But whnen the
poor people in the villages do not get
the protection, or do not get support
from the IRDY, when the poor people
do notl get proper land, or even after
they get the patta, but physical pos-
session is not given they fall prey to
this social evil and get into the bond-
ed labour system. So, thls has to be
taken in totality. Appeals are being
made to the Government to ensure
that these points of the 20-point pro-
gramme are properly implemented to
ensure that this phenomenon is auto-

matically eradicated from our social
life.

I was listenmg to Mr. Suraj Pra-
sad who was making a speech on this
subject, and while making speech. he
has suddenly discovered that Con-
gress is under the clutches of feu-
dals. This is what he suddenly dis-
covered, because till 1977 he was of
the opinion that Congress was a pro-
gressive party and he had no hesita-
tion to have alliance with us. I do
not know whether he is there or not
but how overnight, after he lost elee-
tion, he discovered that Congress was
a feudal force, deserted us and joined
the C.P.I.(M) in West Bengal. Being
a partner of the Left Front Govern-
ment in West Bengal, I would like
to ask Mr. Suraj Prasad a2 simple ques-
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txz)n. Is it not a fact that all progres-
sive programmes which are being im-
plemented by the Left Front Govern-
ment in the State of West Bengal had
all been enacted by the Congress(I)
Government when we were in power
before 19777

SHRI DEBA PRASAD RAY: This
will require another discussion. I will
talk ¢o you afterwards. All the pro-
gressive measures like rights to share-
croppers, land distribution, minimum
wages etc. were enacted by the Con-
gress (I) Gevernment and I am hap-
py, lhey are trying to implement
these measures. (Interruptions) What
1 am trying to impress upon the
House is this. I do not hesitate to
take the name of Swami Agnivesh
who has been the crusader to fight
against this social evil. While ad-
diessing a press conference, he said
calegorically that all the political
parties and trade unions have turned
out to be irresponsible as far as this
problem is concerned. Therefore, it
is not a question of Suraj Prasad or
Deba Prasad Ray. It is not a question
of Nirmal Chatterjee or Vasudeva
Panicker. It Is a question concerning
the whole country. We should all
fight against this social evil, This is
a national problem and it is the res-
ponsibility of all political parties to
ensure that this problem, and social
evil, is eradicated from the society. I
would, therefore, suggest that we
should have a broader outlook. Let
us try to work together to ensure that
people are not exploited in the name
of labourers. Qur poor people are
protected properly. Whether they are
under the rule of Left Front in West
Bengal or they are under the rule of
Congress (I) in U.P., they have to be
treated on the basis of equality and
justice. Thank you.

SHRI GHULAM RASOOL MATTO
(Jammu and  Kashmir): Madam, I
rise to support this Bill. This is a
laudable Bill. I have seen the working
of this bonded labour in Jammu and
Kashatie State i the Salal project and
other projects. There is a migrant la-
bour from Orissa and other places that
comes to that place. They are really
bonded. I have only one or two sug-
gestions to make to the hon. Minis-
ter. In one of these bonded labour
camps, I myself. saw that money had
been advanced under which they had
been made contract labour. They
were not in the real sense of the word
bonded labour: they were contract la-

bour; but they were worse than the

bonded labour. I have myself seen
that. One labourer told me that at
the end of the month, even the rations
that he gets from the contractor are
through the agent of the contractor
himself. He told me that he was get-
ling rice at Rs. 4 per kg., whereas the
market rate was only Rs. 2.70 or 2.80
per kg. Eut the contractor would
compel him that he must take the ra-
tions from his ration shop. What is
really needed is some sort of monitor-
ing agency. Of course the Labour De-
partment is under the State Govern-
ment, but you should issue guide-
lines at to how these bonded labour-
ers’ condition can be ameliorated.
If they are bonded, they have got to
be freed. Even in the case of con-
fract labourers, who are worse than
the bonded labourers, they should
issue guidellnes that they should not
be coerred, they should not be asked
to take the rations from their own ra-
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tion shops. This thing is very import-
ant and this must be taken into consi-
deration. And  guidelines must be
issued to all the State Governments.

the way the other labourers are treat-

India by redeeming a few thousands -

of people from the bondage of the
system of bonded labour, in that case,
you are totally showing lack of inter-
est towards the bonded labour. Bond-
ed labour is an institution which is
a by-product of a major institution,
the major institution being the insti-
tution which is called the feudal sys-
tem. If you want to redeem the la-
bour and bring an end to the bonded
labour system in this country, then,
the main thing should be not only to
eradicate the system of bonded la-
bour, to redeem the people under the
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pondage but to try to cut the roots
of the feudal system that is prevail-
ing still at the end of the 20th cen-
tury from India. Otherwise, you are
not going to put an end, effective end
to the system that is known as the
bonded labour.

The feudal systern is an instilution,
is a socio-economic institution which
has breeded all the evils which are
prevailing today in India. The f{feu-
<al system is a system of land-owner-
ship. It is a socio-economic system,
a system which is based on the pos-
session and ownership of land. Al-
most 80 per cent of the total arable
langd in the country is in the hands of
a few people in this country. Again,
out of that, more than half of the to-
tal arable land ig still in the hands of
.20 per cent of the people of the coun-
iry. It means that a very small num-
ber, a meagre number of people of
India are controlling the ownership
as well as the possession of land in
India. And it is these people who are
actually conirolling, managing and
manipulating the system of bonded
lebour today. If you can finish, if
you can bring an end to the system,
what is known ag the feudal system,
i you can finish off that system, you
are going to finish off the bonded la-
bour system also. Today the system
is bad. It is a totalitarian system
whkich is against democracy. It is a
system which is against the well-being
of the people, the totality of the peo-
ple of India. So, the first thing is
that we have to fight against the so-
cio-economic evil which is known as
the institution of feudal system.

Today, the landlord is the man,
landlord is the entity of the institu-
tion in India, which is deciding the
fate of the majority of the people of
this country. If a few number of
people who
who are lermed so, are permitted to
continue to decide the fate of the peo-
ple of this country, then, the majority
of the people will be remaining in ab-
solute and total and permanent des-

are landlords or kwnlaks,.
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titution and permanent bondage
created by the feudal system. So. we
have to fight against thal.

In this connection, our great leader,
the late Prime Minister, Smt. Indira
Gandhi, with a vision. brought out
the great Magna Carta for the poor
people. That is known as the 20-
Point Programme which is being im-
plemented by the present Government.
In that Magna Carta, in that 20-Point
Frogramme, there are two or three
important aspects. One aspect is the
point which is related to the land le
gislation, and fhe second point is re
lated to the eradication of the bonde.
lebour system in the country.

Out of the 20-Point Programme: the
most revolutionary aspect of the
points which are connected with the
common people of this country, is the
point which is related to the land
legislation., If the Government of
India as well as the State Govern-
ments and all the social institutions
and the political organisations in the
country are trying unitedly to imple-
ment it by building up the popular
will of the people of this country, then,
we can take away all the lands which
are vested in the hands of the very
few people whose number you can
count on your own fingers. So, out of
the 20-Point Programme. Smt. Indira
Gandhi said that the land legislation
in every State has to be ruthlessly im-
plemented. The State Government
has build up governmental institu-
tions; and it should also build up so-
cial and polttical institutiong to give
boost to the voice of the public at
large to raise their voice against the
feudal system. They are the worst
sufferers under the feudal system.
These institutions will cut at the roots
of feudal system and redeem the land
from the clutches of the rich people
in this country. So. Indira Gandhi
has visualised the 20-Point Program-
me for the purpose of destroying the
social and economic evils. As long
as feudal system continues in this
country this bonded labour system
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will also continue.
bonded labour system, the 20-Point
programme has to be implementéd
with the maximum force at your com-
mand which had been enunciated by
the great leader Shrimati Indira
Gandhi. If you are not going to im-
plement the 20-Point programme es-
recially the point relaiing to the land
legislation which seeks to take over
the land from the rich people and re-
distribule it in small partions to the
poor people, they will remain under
the bonded labour system.

THE EMPLOYMENT OF CHILDREN
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 1985

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF
THE MINISTRY OF LLABOUR (SHRI
T. ANJAIAH): Madam, 1 beg to move:

“That the Bill further t0 amend
the Employment of Children. Act,
1938, as passed by the Lok Sabha,
be taken into consideration.”

Madam, the Employment of Chil-
dren Act, 1938, prohibits children from
being engaged in certain specified oc-

cupations considered hazardous.
However, it has been observed
that in case where prosecutions

have been launched and convictions
obtained, the punishment has been
usually very light,

We have, therefore, comsidered it
necessary to amend section 4 of the
Employment of Children Act to en-
Lance the penalty.

The existing penalty provides sim-
ple imprisonment up to one month or
fine which may extend up to five
hundred rupees or both,

This is proposed to be enhanced for
the first offence to simple imprison-
ment which shall not be less than
three months and may extend up to
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one year or with fine which shall not
pe less than flve hundred rupees but
may extend to two thousand rupees
or with both,

A minimum penalty has been pro-
vided so that 1nordinately light sen-
tences are not given. The imprison-
ment for second and subsequent of-
fences shall be for a term not less
than six months and may extend to
two years. The Court can, however,
for special and adequate reasons, to

‘be recorded in writing iropose a sen-

tence of less than s1x months., We
believe that this '‘will go a long way
in discouraging employers from wio-
lating the provisions of the Act.

1 would request that the Bill, as
passed by the Lok Sabha, be taken up
for consideration and passed.

Re. issue of Railway passes to freedom-
fighters

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
{SHRI P. A. SANGMA): Madam Vice- _
Chairman, It may be recalled that the
late Prime Minister Smt. Indira Gan-
dhi, had stated in the Lok Sabha that
the freedom-fighters could have one
railway pass in their life time, go that
they could see various places in India.
The matter had been under considera-
tion The scheme for the grant of
free railway passes to the freedom
fighters has now been finalised.

Under the scheme First Class Com-
plimentary Cheque Passes will be
issued to the freedom-fighters who
are drawing pension from the Central
Revenues under the Swatantrata Sai-
nik Samman Pension Scheme. It will
