With the implementation of this 
programme, the installed capacity for 
production of fertilizers would increase from 
the present level of 5.9 million Tonnes of 
Nitroge* and 1.57 million Tonnes of P.O. to 
about 9.5 Milllion Tonnes of Nitrogen and 2.9 
Million Tonnes of P|O s by end of Seventh
