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Asia Region in its meeting held on Sep-
tember 24—30, 1985 reviewed in general
the progress made in the control/eradica-
tion of various discases, The Committee
notcd that though there was a declining
trend in malariy incidence in the Region
as a wholc, there has been pno technical
break-throughs as yet in regard to the
problems of parasite resistance to anti-
malarials and vector resistance to Insec-
ticide, While discussing the problem of
sexualjy transmitted diseases a mention
was made of the newly cmerging disease
viz. Acquired Immune-Deficiency Syn-
drome (AIDS). The Committee feit thot
the situation should be abserved closely.
