ment of Science & Technology is pre- 
paring a project proposal for   acquir- 
ing a super computer for use in the 
field of agro-meteorology.    The De- 
partment of Education,   Ministry   of 
Human   Resource   Development has 
already prepared a project proposal 
for the acquisition of a super compu- 
ter for the installation at the Indian 
Institute of Science,    Bangalore   for 
educational and   research   purposes. 
Super computers manufactured by US 
companies are among those under the 
consideration    of these Departments. 
Within the next three months, a team 
of Indian specialists will be sent for 
conducting bench mark tests on the 
prospective super computers includ- 
ing those of US origin.    After   the 
final selection of the particular model 
of super computers, order will     be 
placed on the corresponding vendor. 
It would then become the responsi- 
bility of that vendor, if of US origin, 
to approach the US Government for 
export clearance.
