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(c) if not, how long it will take to 
utilise these vaccines for treatment? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH (SHRI 
YOGENDRA MAKWANA): (a) Yes. 
Sir. 

(b) and (c) Anti-Leprosy Vaccine One 
of the vaccines is being tested on human 
beings. No information on its efficacy in 
man is available so far. The vaccines will 
have to be evaluated for efficacy in man 
in carefully conducted controlled trials 
before they can be used on a mass scale 
in the programme. It is likely to take a 
minimum period of 5 years. 

Anti-pregnancy Vaccine-. The neces-
sary preclinical toxicology data would be 
made available by September, 1985 and 
clinical trials are likely to be initiated 
soon after obtaining use required' 
permission from the Drugs Controller of 
India. The clinical Trial of the Vaccine is 
expected to be completed by the end of
