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and is-dependent on peace and stability. 
Wars and aggression, the escalating arms 
race and covert and overt interventions in 
internal affairs are major obstacles to 
human progress and particularly to the 
advancement of women who are the most 
vulnerable in the suffering resulting from 
disruption and chaos. It emphasized that 
the movement for advancement of 
women and the struggle for peace and 
disarmament mutually reinforce one 
another. 

The Indian delegation worked for 
consensus on major issues and its efforts 
were fruitful. 

The adoption of the document on 
forward looking strategies upto the year 
2000, was the main out-come of the 
Conference. This document lays down 
strategies for the advancement of women 
in broad sectoral areas such as 
employment, health, education etc. by 
locating the obstacles to achievements 
and outlining strategies to deal with the 
obstacles in each of these sectors.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION 
(SHRI K. C. PANT): (a) No memo-
randum has been received against the 
Merit Promotion Scheme as such. 
However,  representations  are receiv- 

ed from time to time from teachers who 
have not been selected for promotion 
under the Scheme. 

(b) and (c) The UGC decided, in 
April, 1985, to collect complete infor-
mation about the promotion of Readers 
to the grade of Professors in the Central 
Universities, to make an assessment of 
the manner in which the  Scheme  has  
been  implemented.
