(b) what is the number of T.V stations 
opened during the last three years? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND 
BROADCASTING (SHRI V. N. 
GADGIL): (a) A statement containing 
the norms observed in the matter of 
setting up of TV Stations is attached. 

(b)   During   the   last   three   years 
(effective from August 15, 1982), 154 
new TV Centres in the country were 
commissioned. 

The criteria for setting up of a TV 
transmitters include factors such as extent 
of coverage to rural and urban 
population; service to backward remote 
and sensitive border areas; coverage of 
working class  industrial population; 
availability of programme production and 
programme linking facilities and other 
infrastructure. The needs of places of 
cultural, historical and industrial 
importance are also taken into account. 
Efforts are also made to give priority to 
areas which are not yet covered by TV 
signals. While choosing the site for a 
particular transmitter, the peculiarities of 
the local terrain are also considered so as 
to maximise the area that will be covered 
by the transmitter. This is further subject 
to availability of resources  and  relative  
priorities.
