SHRI PARVATHANENI UPEN-
DRA: Sir, nearly 35 per cent of the
fuel cost is on coal. In spite of that.
the Railways are gaing very slow on
clectrification and replacement of
steam locomotives. Within 3 years,
the cost in respect of fuel consumed
for 1000 GTKM of goods traffic has
gone up by 100 per cent in case of
coal and 100 per cent in case of diesel
but only 50 per cent in case of olec-
tric energy. Today, 1io haul 1000
GTKM of goods lraffic, the Railways
are spending Rs. 23 on coal , RsT

10.92 on diesel ang Hs. 6.5 on
electric energy. In spile of il

they are giving very low priority
for electrification and also Tor ve-
placement of steam  locomotives.
Today we have still goy 6,000
locomotives to be replaced. 1 would
like to know from the hon. WMinister
as to why such low priotily is being
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given to electrification. Ig it because
of pressures from the diesel lobby in
the Railways? Or, what are the rea-
sons which prompted the Minister to
slow down electrification during the

« current year also?

SHRI MADHAVRAO SCINDIA:
Electrification has not been slowed
down. The target for electrification
in the Sixth Plan was 2752 Kms. The
voute Km. electrified was 1522, But
this was not because work was slo-
wed down but the cost of raw mate-

rials rose very sharply. What is to

be seen is that the entire allocation of

. Rs. 422 crores in the Five-Year Plan

period was spent, Electrification is
certainly a priority. Our holding of
stea;m locomotives is being reduced
in a phased manner and on an ave-
rage, aboul 350 to 370 sieam loco-
motives are phased out annually.

SHRI PARAVATHANEN! UPEN-
DRA: Sir, the - Minister’s answer is
not very clear. In 1982-83, they pro-
cured $36 diesel and electric locomo-
tives to replace the steam locomotives.
But the replacement of steam loco-

-motives in 1983-84 was only 120. This

clearly indicates that the progress of
clectrification and dieselisation is
very slow.

Secondly, I would like
from the hon.  Minister; when die-
sel Iocomotives are procured, they
are debited to the Depreciation Re-
serve Fungd of the Railways, but when
it comes to the electric locomotives.
why they arc taken from the capital
account? - ’

SHRI INDRADEEP SINHA: The
hon. Minister in his reply has stated
that if there is any shortfall in the
supply of locomotives, we are getting
Irom other sources. What are the
other sources? That means, probably
import. Recently, there was a news
item in the presg that 18 high-power
locomotives are going to be imported.
In this connection, I want to raise
a question  whether Government
have considered this problem that
our counfry being deficienty in the
supply of cil it will be in the national
interest to expand both the production
of electric locomotiveg ag well es
steam locomotives and not to go in for
dieselisation without proper conside-
ration of future consequences. Would
the hon. Minister explain the Gowvern-
ment’s policy with regard to the pro-
portion of electrie, diesel ‘and coal
locomotives whicy, the railways have
decided to use in view of the gpecific
situation in our country?

SHRI MADHAVRAO SCINDIA:
This is a very wide subject. I think
it will need a very long answer. I can
certainly meet the hon. Member and
we can discuss the whole issue at
length. Ag far ag the other sources
are concerned, we are producing
WAGS5, WAM4 and WAP-1 type of
locomotives, and as I said the capa-
city is being augmented ¢o 30 at the
cost of little over Rs. B crores. Rega- -
rding the shortfall of a couple of hun-
dred locomotives, we gare already ta-
king up with the BHEL. We are wan-
ling them to produce about 30 to 40
WAGS5 per year and the discussions
are already on with the BHEL.
