THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH (SHRI 
YOGENDRA MAKWANA): (a) The per 
capita expenditure in fte'year 1982-83 was 
Rs. 32.85. 

(b) The availability of hospital beds is 0.69 
per  1000 population. 

(c> An increase in the VII Plan alloca-ton 
for Health under the Central and State sectors 
is envisaged. 

As regards hospital beds, the Govern-iment 
does not believe that the problem can be 
solved by merely adding to the bed strength 
of the hospitals. The Government lelieves that 
the major thrust in the national health policy 
and the consequent resource allocations 
should be onwards preventive and promotive 
health care through the primary health care 
approach.

THE MINISTER OF IRRIGATION AND   
POWER   (SHRI  B.  SHANKARA- 
NAND): (a) The fair distribution of river 
waters is primarily a matter for the States 
concerned to agree upon. However, the 
Central Government tries to promote and 
assist the States in such agreed settlements. 
Where a dispute arises and a request is made 
to the Central Government, the latter 
constiutes Tribunals for adjudication of the 
dispute under fhe later State River Waters 
Disputes Act, 1956. 

(b) There is no such proposal under 
consideration.
