(c) and (d) Foeod Corporalion of
India were required to deliver imn-
ported freesale sugar to State Gov-
ernment/Union Territories at a price
of Rs. 540 per quintal and the State
Government were required to distri-
bute the same through the controlled
channels at a price below Rs. 6 per
kg. However, the issue price by the
Food Corporation of India has now
been reduced to Rs. 520 per quntal
and the State Governments are re-
quired to distribute free sale sugar at
a price below Rs. 5.80 per kg.
