According to the policy frame of the
Sixth Five-Year Plan, universalisa-
tion.of elementary education ig pro-
posed to be achieved by 1990. For
operational purposes it was envisaged
to achieve 95 per cent coverage at
primary level (age-group 6-11) and
50 per cent coverage at middle level
(age.group 11-14) by the end of
1984-85 while 100 per cent coverage
in both the age-groups was envicaoed
to be achieved by 1990. The VIIth_'t_h
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
