:LOFMENT,      ATOMIC      ENERGY,

SHIVRAJ V. PATIL): (a) No, Sir. 
Several solar thermal and solar pho-
tovoltaic projects have been imple-
mented. 

(b) 27 Windpumps were installed 
upto February, 1985; 17 more have 
been added since then. An RRES 
project has been implemented at Tilo- 
nia, near Ajmer. The Department of 
Non-Conventional Energy Sources is 
planning additional such projects to 
take up in Rajasthan. 

(c) Several centrally sponsored 
programmes Guch as biogas, improved 
chulhas, solar cookers, solar photovol- 
tiac pumps and lighting systems, so 
lar water heating and distillation sys 
tems have already been taken up in 
the State and are likely to be expand^- 
ed further depending on financial 
allocations. The possibility of using 
deep well pumps for drinking water 
and small-scale irrigation in the de 
sert areas of the State based on solar 
and wind energy is being considered. 
The feasibility of large-scale power 
generation from these sources oi en 
ergy is also being studied.
