reports from time to time, pointing
towards possible Chinese collabora-
tion in Pakistan”s efforts for deve-
loping nuclear weapons, While thers
hag beep no categorical denial by the
Chinese Government of the different
reports about Sino-Pak nuclear col-
laboration, the Chinese Préemier had
stated during hig visit to the United
States in January, 1984 that “we do
not engage in any nuclear prolifera-
tion ourselves, nor do we help othcr
countries develop nuclear weapons”.
The Chinese Vice-Premier, Mr. Li
Peng, also stated in January this year
that China hag no intention, at pre-
sent or in the future of helping non-
nuclear countries develop nuclear
weapons. Stating that China’s nuclear
cooperation with other countries is
confined to peaceful purposes, Mr.
Lj added that Ching was cooperating
or discussing cooperation in nuclear
energy with France, the Federal Re-
public of Germany, the Uniteg States,
Brazil, Pakistan and Japan.
