RESOLUTION RE. BAN ON NUCLEAR
AR TAMENTS

SHRI SHYAM SUNDAR MOHA-
PATRA (Orissa): Mr,  Vice-Chairman,
Sir, I beg to move the following Resolu-
tion: —

“Having regard-—

(1) to the declared opinion of
scientists of the World that the ex-
plosion of nuclear and- thermo-
nuclear weapons of mass destruction
constitutes a real threat to human

race; and

(2) to the continuous and syste-
matic endeavour of the NAM under
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the Chairmanship of Shrimati Indira
Gandhi to put a ban on the unbridle
race for nuclear armaments and
steadi.y increasing piles of nuclear
deadly weapons by the grear powers;
this House appeals 1o the Govern-
ments producing such weapons and
conducting nuclear tests to suspend the
same forthwith  pending their total
abandonment and thus prevent the en-
dangering of life and health of gene-
rations yet unborn and extinction of
civilisation.”

Mr. Vice-Chairman, you will kindly
agree with me that the whole human race,
the whole human civilisation, the entirz
mankind of this world is today confronted
with deadly nuclear and thermo-nuclear
weapons which are being manufactured
by great powers. Sir, today you will see
whether it is in Kampuchea or Afghanistan
or in the Iran-lraq war, whether it is
near South Africa or Namibia or Bots-
wana or even in far-away South America's
Argentina, we have all the threats of
mankind being completely annthilated by
the use of thermo-nuclear weapons.

Sir, T can tell you that today it is only
the Non-Aligned Movement under he
chairmanship of Mrs. Indira Gandhi which
is the bottleneck. a real hindrance and
hurdle in the path of more and more
devices and sophisticated weapons of
America or ithe USSR, France or the
UK or China or all those who are now
going 0 manufacture nuclear weapons,
Sir, during Yast May, in the Conference
on Disarmament in the United Nations.
the Indian representative very pyrtmently
observed lke -this:

“It was morally and ethically abhor-
rent that a State or a group of States
should seek {o pursue its national
security by means which constituted a
threat of mass annihilation. The case
of a total prohibition of the use or
threat of use of nuclear weapons reste:l
on strong and moral legal grounds.”

Sir, the big powers take the liberty to
say fhat they are having nuclear weapons
because of national security. Today if
there is o war between the USA and the
USSR, mankind will be annihilated in
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the twinkling of an eye. It js not the
iraditional use of warfare which will
count; it is not one garrison against an-
other garrison which will count, It is
the use of Inter-Continental Ballistic
Missiles, it is the nuclear bombs, hydrogen
bombs, neutron bombs, it is nuclear war-
fare or  thermo-nuclear warfare, it is
chemical warfare or bacteriological war-
fare which will annihilate mankind
completely. There lies the apprehension
of mankind for total annihilation. Sir,
when in 1945 the first atom bomb was
used, it was nothing. In fact, Sir, I must
accuse the scientists, inclading Mr. Albert
Einstein. Mr. Einstein was a repository
of human faith in these days, a person
who really symbolized the human pro-
gress. But Einstein wrote to President
Roosevelt to go for nuclear experiment.
It was Einstein who wrote to President
Truman to use atom bomb on Hiroshima.
Similarly, Mr, Stalin was approached also
by the scientists of his country, notably
by Mr. Floron that he must also go far
nuclear experiment. And Mr. Shakaroy
wrote to Stalin like this: “It was essen-
tial for USSR not to lose any time in
building the vranium bomb.” So it was
the mistake of those big powers  who
never knew what devastating power of
the uranium bomb will be. So when
Truman approached Stalin  “should we
use the bomb on Hiroshima?”, Stalin
nodded in agreement “Yes, you should do
it,” And what was the devastation? One
lakh and forty thousand people  were
annihilated in fraction of a second, two
lakh people were completely maimed,
and for the whole generation it was
children who had no brain, children who
had no eyes, children who had no nose,
children who had no ears—completely dis-
figured bodies. In 1983 1 was in the
Hiroshirna Peace March where a million
people paraded the streets of Hiroshima
against nuclear warfare and what 1 saw
was a genuine feeling of the human race
against use of nuclear warfare. The en-
tire Japanese people completely crippled
wnder the agony of what happened in
1945 hsd still not forgotten those worst

days. -

Sir, today the whole world is against
nuclear warfare, You might have been
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on TV, you might have read in news-
papers that a million people demonstrated
in Sweden only last month, that 45 lakh
people demonstrated near Hyde Park in
London in England, against nuclear war-
fare, and in the streets of New York and
Washington lakhs of people demonstrated.
And today our Prime Minister, Mrs.
Indira Gandhi, has told in Parliament that
the Government of India will never go
for nuclear warfare. Government of
India believes under the leadership of
Mrs. Indira Gandhi to go for peaceful
purposes. We never believe in  nuclear
arsenal which is meant for mass annihi-
lation. Sir, in :1983 alone, last year,
there were as many as 50 explosions of
nuclear device: United States used 14;
USSR, 27; France, 7; United Kingdom,
1; China, 1. And between 1945 and
today, there have been 1,440 nuclear ex-
plosions in the whole world. Sir, whe-
ther it is Partial Ban Treaty, whether it
is SALT-I or SALT-II, whether it is the
United Nations General Assembly Com-
mittee on Disarmament, everything seems
to be going futile and the entire world is
having a futile exercise on this episode,
because no big power is going to listen 1o
what is going to happen.  When the
Non-Aligned Movement was started with
only 21 Members even then, Pt. Jawahar
lal Nehru had said that all our hopes
for posterity and future will dash against
a strong wall if we do not stop armament
building up arsenal, going for nuclear
explosion. And Mrs, Gandhi has rightly
said that if we go for nuclear explosion,
nuclear armament, it will be only to
annihilate the mankind.

Sir, the military expenditure in the
whole world is increasing every year, Sir,
about the world's military expenditure,
Mtr. Rothman has written: “The volnme
increase has accelerated from 2.4 per cent
per year an overage to 3.3 per cent.”
And the expenditure on NATO, which is
a real threat to peace in whole of Europe
is accelerating from a real growth rate of
4 per cent in 1981 to 6 per cent in 1982,.
to 8 per cent in 1983. So all the big
States, not the smaller States, are going
for acceleration in military  expenditure
even though they have seen the devasta-
tion in the First World War. In the First
World War we lost 10 millien peop}e.
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itory records that 10 million persons,

aning a crore of persons, died, iwo
re civilian persons were completely
pplied. And in the Second World
ir 25 million persons died and another
million were cripplied. That means
'y were mentally retarded, they were
i, they were crippled. This is the
vastation the war causes. And today
» world is full of sophisticated arms.

Sir, in the last World War if a plane
s going at a speed of 300 miles per
ur any missile could be fired to hit it
ten seconds. But today a missile can
fired in a fraction of a second and to
> exact point. We have all thermal
wer stations, hydel power stations, we
ve all cement plants, steel plants, we
ve bridges and all vulnerable spots in
e country which could be hit by the
issiles, within a fraction of a second
Wl accuracy. That is the scientific device
e scientists have invented so far in the
arld.

Sir, my point of argument is this, that
fficient public opinion has to be created

the world against nuclear weapons,
rainst nuclear devices, Sir, the atom bomb
as something which one could think of

1945. Today the neutron bomb is
n times stronger than the gtom bomb.
he atom bomb looks like a child’s ball
| the presence of the neutron bomb.
.nd the neutron bomb’s capacity is to
-ipple an area of 1 million sq. miles in
ne minutes. But unfortunately, Sir, every
suntry today is going in for the nuclear
avice. Today there are 35 countries in
e world, which are going in for experi-
tents on atomic power. Even small
ountries like Pakistan, Japan, South
lorea, North Korea, Taiwan, Iran, Iraq,
srael, Egypt, Libya and many other
ountrics are determined in having ex-
eriments in nuclear weapons.

Sir, it is not difficult to have an atomic
eactor, It is not difficult fo produce an
tom bomb. Any country which has an
itomic reactor and has uranium, can go
n for it. It is not a difficult thing. The
lifficult thing is how to check temptaticn,
he temptation of aggrandisement, the
emptation of imperialism, the temptation
o contro! market, the ‘temptation tor
srove a match to the other.
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Sir, the USA on the one side and the
USSR on the other side are the two big
powers. 1t i3 an ideological conflict
which is going on for the last 50 years,
whether to spread communism or to keep
capitalism going. But all said and done,
it is the USSR which has never been bent
upon annihilation of the mankind and has
always sided with people’s movement,
Whether it is Vietnam, whether it is India,
whether it is the Middle East, whether
it is the African countries or it is the
Central American countries like Nicaragua,
Cuba, Guatemala, Argentina, it is the
USSR which has always sided with the -
people’s movement, And the USA has
always tried to cripple people’s move-
ment, liberation movement. They have
done the worst in Vietnam. About 35
million Vietnamese children were crushed
to the ground in Vietnam, The entite
nation of Vietnam was completely crip-
pled, devasted, liquidated, annihilated.
It is a new born Vietnavn today. Yet
the Vietnamese people have shown to ihe
world what the might of the people can
do. What has America done in Argen-
tina? They  betrayed the  Argentina
people. They asked them to rise in re-
volt against the British, and ultimately
it happened that the British were going
to use nuclear power. Sir, Jack Anderson,
columnist, wrote in the “New  York
Times” that the last resort that the
British had was to use nuclear power in
Argentina. The small nation fought for
65 days. What are they doing in South,
Africa? South Africa, because of the
apartheid policy, has been completely dis-
sociated from all the world forums,
ex-communicated. There is complete non-.
cooperation in the economic field. Yet,
the South African Prime Minister was
the other day talking to Mrs. Margaret
Thatcher at 10, Downing Street. That is
the policy they have. Even the Labour
Prime Minister, Mr. Harold Wilson, when
he was there, on the one hand said that
they had nothing to do with apartheid,
that they had no conmection with South
Africa, but on the other hand, through
petroleum cartel he was trying to support
South Africa. Sir, it is probably the
racial, the white racial supremacy they
want to establish. South Africa, Austra-
Ya, New Zealand and Britain and colo~
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nialists, here and there, they are against
th> black people and the colonia) people.

Sir, non-alignment has come for a lest,
It has comz for a test. We are on a
testing ground today. What is our role in
Kammpuchea.  Sir. we have accepled Heng
Samuarin Government as the ieal (jovern-
ment of the Kampuchean people. But
when the Dzelhi  summit was held, the
whole Non-aligned Movement was split
on the issuz whether Phince Norodom
Sihanonk should be invited to the con-
ference or ithe representative of Heng
Samarin.

Sir, again the test is during Tran and
Iraq war which is going on for the last
three years between these two countries.
Both are our good friends. India has
best of relations  with Iraq. Indian
National Congress has relations  with
Arab Baath Socialist  Republic of Iraq.
Mr. Saddam Hussain is the  personal
friend of Mrs, lndira Gandhi. Yet we
also accept Tran as our friend. India
has 200 years of cultural relations with
Iran. But the question whom to support
and whom not to support. Sir, Khomeini
12gime iy one of the worst regimes, [
think of as a teacher who has been
teaching history for  the last 20 years.
I have never come across a fundamenta-
list regime like one T am seeing in Iran
today. The children between 10-12 years
of age are being sent to the war field
like canons, to be killed. Already 50,000
women have been killed. Two lakh peo-
ple are still groaning in prisons and that
is the type of regime Khomaini has. It
is Mr. Rajavi the leader of the Muyhadecn
party who is in exile in France. This
Khomeni was in exile in  France. This
Khomaini was in exile in [raq when Al
Bakr was the President and Saddam
Hussain was the Vice-President. But the
fellow has no  gratefulness for those
countries. He came after Shah and
should have given a good Government 1o
the peop'e-—should have given an enligh-
tenment to the people-—should have given
a wakened touch to all the social and
cultural life of Iran. He has taken Iran
fifty years back. But non-alignment is
a test. Tt is thanks to the leadership of

Mrs, Indirn Gandhi who has done every-
thing possible to bring two friends closer.
Even we decided not to hold the non-
aligned summit in Baghdad but held it
in Defh,

Think about Argentine,  Sir, India being
a Member of the Commonwealth na-
tions, yet Mrs, Indira Gandhi decided so
openly in the Conlerence and on the
loor of the United Nations that Argentine
sovereignty remains with Falklands. The
Malvinas islands belong to Argentine and
not v UK Tt needs coarage to speak.
it needs strength to speak. Mrs, Gandhi
minces no words to say that Argentine has
sovereignty over Falklands,

Sir this chemical and biological warfare
has become a menace to us today. It
was first used during the Vietnam war.
It iy now being used in Iran and Iraq
war. It was partly used in Falklands and
it is being used by South Africans on the
black people. What are the details®
How. to stop it? The question is that it
is u question of haves and have nots, big
and small. The big States have thought
that these small people all belong to their
co’onial empire—to their imperial empire.
That is the reason in Africa today. The
African na‘ions who have been exploited
for centuries by the Britich, many of them
are in the capitalistic camps, Senezambia
Sir, Kenya, Central African Republic,
Gabon, Nigeria, Ivory Coast, Suregamtia,
Moirocco and Tunisia. They are all
with the American. Whatever the Ameri-
can Pentagon says they ggree. Even oa
common human caunses they follow the
12il of the USA.

Sir, Syria, Libya, Ethiopia, Benin,
Buinea, Mauritania, West Sahara, Algeria.
They are all with the Soviet Union.

T.ook at the Polisario front in Sahara,
when the Spain retreated from the West
Sahara. they gave that land to America.
Today the Po'isarian people are fighting
against Morocco. ‘They have disowned
Spain  What is the policy of the ron-
aligned nations? Here the Non-aligned ,
Movement is again on test. The mighty .
people of Sahara, the people who domi-
nate the entire desert are fighting against
the monarchy of Morocco. And we can-
pot decide which way to go. 1n the
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rganisation of African Unity (OAU).

e Maroccan people are dilly-dallying,
hey say something now and they say
ymething a month after, with the resuit
1at no resolution has taken place and
e fighting is going on. It is a great
b done by Mr. Rajiv Gandhi, General
ecrctary of AICC, that he invited some
eople from Polisario and the friends
‘ho came here were the guests of the
ndian National Congress, That shows
nr party’s sympathy with the Polisation
eople who are fighting against the mon-
rchy of Morocco. Whether the Govern-
aent agrees to give them  diplomatic
tatus or not, at least the party, the
ndian National Congress, has given them
[he Indian National Congress 1{oday
itands with the tradition of a hundred
/ears—after onc year we will complete
1 ¢entury—of support to liberation move-
nents everywhere. suppori to people
ighting against tyranny. against injustice.
igainst colonialism. against mperialism
>verywhere. Even before independence,
t was Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru who
shaped India's foreign policy against
:olonialism, against Zionism. Even the
Arabs were awakened to their cause that
they should have a homeland in Palestine.
It was Mahatma Gandhi and Jawaharial
Nehru who, from the floor of the Indian
National Cougress. supported the Arabs’
cause for a homeland. That is why
Pandit JYawaharlal Nehru said that
Zionism had b:come a curse and it was
like a cancer. But unfortunately today,
South Africa has gone far ahead in nu-
clear experiments and so also has Israel.
What is peeded today for the people of
the world is to have mass mobilisation
against nuclear warfare, against nuclear
cxperiments and against all manufacture
of devastaling nuclear weapons.

Sir, Mrs. Gandhi. while opening the
nen-aligned conference said:

“We know that many of the aligned
countries do not like this non-aligned
group fo exist; whether they are on
the one side or the other, they have
one view. Neither of them like if.
Most of the super powers would like to
have spheres of interests. Although we
are very friendly with them, we do not
agree with this attitude of theirs.”

This is the ciux of the problem. The
hia powers want to have their spheres of
influence,  Whether it is south-east Asia
or this sub-continent or West Asia  or
Africa or Cemtral America or Latin
America, they have their spheres of in-
fluence.  Sir, take a small country like
Nicaragua which 1 visited six months
back. India’s whole heart goes out to
Nicaragua., President Otega of Nicaiagua,
who was here during the non-aligned
conference, made his point very clear. A
counity which has risen against the dicta-
torship of Samoza. which hasy given free-
dom to the people, a country® where 40
per cent of the people are all youth below
25 years—all elderly people had been
annjbilated by dictator Samoza—that is
the country which is trying to stand on its
own legs, with stability, with support from
Mrs. Gandhi. the Chairperson of the
Non-aligned  Movement. But America.
after attaching  Grenada. has its own
octopus grip on Nicaragua and wants to
take it. Whether it is Nicaragua or
Guatemala or Brazil or Argentina, they
went to have an oclopus grip cverywhere.
But the Latin American people, thz
Columbians, the Mexicans, the Nicara-
guans and the Cubans have risen against
the American supremacy and today Presi-
dent Reagan’s hold is loosening in Americo

With this background. 1 want fo 1cler
to Prime Minister Mrs. Gandhi's appeal
for a ban on nuclear weapons. Sir, you
might have read that Prime Minister Ms.
Gandhi along with five of her colleagues
like President Juliug Nyrere, the Argen-
tine President and the Mexican President,
gave a c¢a'l to the world for a ban on
nnclear weapons.  This is the crux of the
whole thing. We want a ban. 1t is not
partial ban, it shonld be total ban on
nuclear weapons, Unless there is a total
ban on nuclear weapons, the world has
BO Tespile, no rescue, no peace: the word
‘peace’ will be at stake. ‘peace’ will be a
misnomer, ‘peace’ will be a dictum,
‘peace’ will ke a phrase, and ‘peace’ will
have no meamng. What we want is 2
stop to the progress of war. We have to
strengthen the forces of peace and weaken
the forces of war. With these words,
Mr. Vice-Chairman. [ say that this Parlia-
ment should resolve and give a call to
the world that we want a complete ban
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on nuclear weapons. It is not the first
time that Indian Parliament will speak.
The Parliament of Romania has already
given a call; Parliaments of many East-
European countries have already given a
call for a total ban on nuclear arms. We
must, under the leadership of Mrs. Indira
Gandhi, our Prime Minister, give a call
to the world that we want peace, we do
not want war, we do not want nuclear
weapons, we want to preserve peace, {ra-
ternity and goodwill for the future
generations.

The gquestion was proposed,

SHRIMATI KRISHNA KAUL (Utiar
Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, it is my
pleasure and privilege to associate mysell
with and to say a few words to express
my views on Shri Mohapatra’s Resolution,
exhorting this august House, to appeal to
the Governments of the countries produc-
ing nuclear weapons and conducting
nuclear tests, to suspend the same forth:
with, pending their total abandonment, and
thereby prevent the endangering of life
and health of generations yet unborn, and
the extinction of civilisation itself.

We are all aware, Mr. Vice-Chairman,
and are proud of the fact that India was
the founder-member of the non-aligned
movement under the dynamic leadership
and historic vision of our first Prime
Minister, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru.
Panditji said that “India was dctermined
to keep away from power blocs or groups
aligned against each one another which
have led in the past to world wars and
which may again lead to disasters on an
even vaster scale”, He futher said,
“Once foreign relations go out of your
hands into the charge of somebody else,
to that extent and in that measure you
are not independent” Who else then,
Sir, but the non-aligned nations, are, in
fact, teuly independent in contrast to the
pations aligned to one super power or the
other? And so, it is in the fitness of
things for the non-aligned, to rise up and
raise their voice in condemnation of the
race for nuclear armaments and increase
in the stockpile of the deadly weapons.

As Clairperson of the Seventh Non-
Aligned Pdeet held in New Delhi in March

1983 our distinguished Prime Minister,
Smt. Indira Gandhi, had poignantly cx-
pressed the anguish and fear of the non-
aligned nations on the stockpiling of nu-
clear weapons, as also the hope and desire
for the cessation of nuclear tests and for
the destruction of their stockpile. She in
her inimitable way had said, “The hood
of the cobra is spread. Human kind
watches in frozen fear, hoping against
hope that it will no¢ strike. Never before
has our earth faced so much death and
danger. The destructive power contained
in nuclear stockpile can kill human life,
indeed all life, many times over and
might well prevent its re-appearance for

. ages to come.”

In his book “The Non-Aligned Diplo-
macy of Shrimati Indira Gandhi” Shri G.
Roy says about the contribution of (he
non-aligned. They have appealed to the
nuclear powers t0 come as soon as pos-
sible to an agreement on the prohitition
of nuclear tests for all times to come. It
is its direct impact that the super powers
are hesitating to use the atomic explosions
against each other,” Therefore, it is a
fact that the non-alignment diplomacy
has made a notable contribution to the
cause of disarmament both in theoretical
and in a practical way”.

It is not only the non-alignment nations
who want peace. Search for peace is as
earnest in such countries as well which
themselves produce nuclear weapons.
Thousands of people in Sweden, in Eng-
land and in New York have come out
on streets voicing their protest against
the production of nuclear and  thermo-
nuclear arms. This fundamental desire
of all people on earth, to be able to live
in peace and harmony, has to be under-
stood and appreciated and voiced. No
shade of nationalism can come in the way
of humanism, no aspiration of a nation
can point towards the total doom of the
world, towards anhilation of life itself.
Why can’t we the common people, ths
commonmen and women of the  world.
not only of the non-aligned countries
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alone, bring into focus the realisation of
the immediacy and urgency of tackling
the present dungerous mace in  nucléar
armament and weaponry, Now that the
smaller countries as well are threatening
to be capable of producing nuclear wea-
pons, the dangers of triggering off a
nuclear war, have certainly increased
manifold.

Super powers could be .expected to use
caution and restraint but the same may
not possible by expected from the tin-pot
dictators. The worst may happen, if a
terrorist group of an organisation becomes
capable of acquiring a nuclear device for.
in that case, they may hold the entire
world to ramsom. Even the super powers
may start a nuclear war by an uninten-
tional or an accidental mistake. God
forbid, if there is a nuclear catastrophe

there will be no winners, and there will

be no losers. If a nuclear war takes
place, it will hardly matter whether it
fakes place near our borders, or away
from them.

In her closing address to the non-
aligned countries of the 7th NAM, Shri-
mati Indira Gandhi had said:

We call upon the nuclear weapon
powers, not to push the world towatds
disaster,

She was happy that at the end of the
Conference, the mecmber -countries thad
emerged wilh greater unity and firmer
determination, to pursue the objectives of
the Nam meet.

Sir, is it not alarming fo know that the
global military expenditure is 20 times
the total official development assistance,
that a nuclear air-craft carrier costs 4
billion U.S. dollars which is more than
the GNP of 50 countries? The obssession
of certain leaders of great powers with
achieving military  superiority over all
others has led to the arms race, while the
majority of non-aligned countries, poor
as they are, have been waging a grim
battle to overcome the colonial legacy of
illiteracy, hunger, poverty and backward-
ness. It may, however, be mentioned
that the arms race is causing an unbear-
able strain even on the people of the
rich, industrialised States themselves. The
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United States budgetary allocations for
social programmes including medical care
and * education had to be cut by 35.2
billion dollars in 1981-82, in order to
make funds available for adding more
teeth to the army.

When this race tor nuclear arms pro-
duction and their continued efforts {or
ever-increasing sophistication is to no-
body’s gain, when the rich and the poor
countries alike are liable to destruction
in a nuclear holocast, when hard-earned
money is being diverted to this most un-
productive, totally destructive expenditure,
let us the people of the world listen to
the wise counsels of our illustrious Prime
Minister, Shrimati Indira Gandhi, the
Chair-person of NAM.

“Today the world is a single unily.

We are deeply convinced that by stay-
ing out of military pacts the Non-
aligned countries can use their collec-
tive wisdom and influence to tip the
balance of power in favour of peace
and international cooperation, The
world today is united in peril..The non-
aligned countries must be in the van-
guard of the movement to enrich the
contents of human life.”

Let us stop this mad race, let us stop
cutting the bough on which we sit and
try to make the world a better place ¢
live in.

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PROF. (MRS.) ASIMA CHATTERJEE
(Nominated): Thank you, Sir, for giv-
ing me an opportunity to participate in
the debate on nuclear disarmament,
which problem is so vital considering iha
present world situation. And I also would
like to congratulate our honourable col-
league Shri S. S. Mohapatra for initiating
the discussion., Sir, Complete nuclear
disarmament argues that precisely because
a nuclear war would be a universal disas-
ter, the common interest of nations lies
in the complete elimination of nuclear
weapons. These weapons, it is contended,
have no military utility, not even that of
nuclear deterrence. For the prponements
of this position, the imperative of com-
plete nuclear disarmament is so compel-
ling and self-evident that they belicve
that the world can and will be converted
to this goal. Consequently, the mass
opinion is to make an_all-out effort for
pursuit of the goal of complete nuclear
disarmament. The worst hazards of
nuclear weapons are the radiation hazards
which persisted more than thousand years
causing leukemia, deformtion of embryo
and physical aod mental disability and
also damage to the generation yet to be
born besides other harmful effects.

As a long-term objective, complete nu-
clear disarmament is no doubt desirable,
but its achievement presents some serious
problems. The knowledge of making
nuclear weapons will be with us for ever.
Even if today everyone decided to disaim,
would it stop someone in the future—
like Hifler or a  ferrorist group—irom
using this knowledge to make new
weapons?
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Disarmament, or at least complete dis-
armament, poses very difficult, if not im-
possible, problems of verification. Sir,
although it is assumed to be possible to
verify the development of new weapons
through spy satallites and other technical
means, the verification of a complete
disarmament agreement would require ex-
tensive on-site  inspection of all nuclear
countries and potential nuclear powers.
This necessitates a completely open

world as this would arrest the nuclear
arms race.

The most important weakness of ‘the
disarmament position, however, is that i's
advocates misunderstand the nature of
the nuclear problem. Nuclear weapous
are a symptom of the underlying politicat
conflicts. This necessitates better under-
standing amongst the nations and no
distrust, and also they must not cherish
hostile attitude against others., In this con-
text, Sir, I must say that they shouid
have this realisation that they belong to
one community, that is, the global com-
munity. Unless and until a better inter-
national relationship is established, the
glamour for power will always be there,
and the nations will run after nuclear
weapons to destroy the countries against
which they cherish inimical attitude.
Therefore, Sir, where one finds nuclear
weapons or the effort to acquire them,
one would find the basic political con-
flicts that have compelled  nations to
develop these weapons, Until these politi-
cal conflicts to acquire nuclear weapons
are eliminated, it will not be possible to
eliminate nuclear weapons completely.
For this reason, complete disarmament is
at best a very longrange solution to the
problem, The task of statesmanship
today, as it has be in the past, will be to
develop policies that guarantee both peace
and ensure the nation’s security against
those who would threaten it. Sir, this
can be achieved by the concept of univer-
sal brotherhood by educating the world
peaple, on philosophy of life. Unless and
until the world people have this idea that
they belong t0 one community, it is
impossible to realise the importance of
puclear disarmament, However, nuclear
disarmament is possible only when these
conjtirns would be fulfilled.
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Sir, nuclear materials should be uti-
lised to play an important role in keeping
peace and in peaceful uses such as their
application in medicine and as energy
source.

For the purpose of nuclear strategy
and arms control, international stability
is to be increased along with other factors
mentioned earlier, that is, the spirit of
universal  brotherhood which is to be
infused. Sir, goodwill should also pre-
vail among the nations, Our Prime
Minister, Shrimati Indira Gandhi, aad
Chairperson of the NAM, Non-aligned
Movement, has already given a call to
the world in this context, advocating nu-
clear disarmament to avoid destruction of
the universe and to bring peace and har-
mony on earth.

So far as chemical warfare is concerned,
this should be banned through discussions
in an international forum, as mentioned
by our hon. colleague, Shri S. S. Moha-
patra. Sir, during the Second World War,
dimethyl sulphate, a poisonous chemical,
was used. It causes painful death, The
persons’s skin and blood are poisoned.
Similar situation is with the nitre com-
pounds used in chemical warfare, There-
fore, the use of poisonous chemicals in
warfare should be totally banned through
discussions at the international level.

With these few words, I would like fo
support the proposal that there should
be total ban on nuclear armament all
over the world, and our hon. Members
will also support me on this particular
issue.

STATEMENT BY MINISTER

Re: Hijacking of Indian Airlises Boeing
Aircraft

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF TOURISM AND CIVIL
AVIATION (SHRI KHURSHEED ALAM
KHAN): Mr. Vice-Chairman, §ir, un-
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fortunately so far we do not have any de-
tailed information about the hijacking of
the Indian Airlines Boeing Aircraft No. IC
421. But whatever information I have
and on the basis of which I made a smal}
statement in the morning before the other
House, I would like to repeat the same
here. The flight bearing No. IC-421 was
on ils way from Delhi to Srinagar via
Chandigarh and Jammu, took off from
Delhi at 6.15 in the morning and from
Chandigarh at 7.35, The aircraft hijacked
was over-flying Jammu from where it
proceeded to Lahore—the present loca-
tion.' This was in the morning. Present
location at 0930 hours it was 25 miles
North of Lahore. The aircraft landing
at Lahore was 0950 hours. The first in-
formation of hijacking was received at
0835 hrs. by Air Traffic Control Delhi
from Indian Airforce Movement Control,
The break-up of the passengers is not yet
known. But it is reported in the morning
and we got the information that 41 pas-
sengers boarded from Chandigarh on
confirmation it was found that 31 passen-
gers have boarded from Chandigarh.
Capt. V. K. Mehta is the pilot and the
co-pilot is Capt. B. L. Ghadi. The air-
hostesses are : Miss A. Singh and Urwashi
Sambal. The identity of hijackers, their
numbers and weapons are not yet known.
But subsequently it appears that they have
only kirpans which is yet to be confirmed.
They have only ome demand to go to
US. A, There is no demand which ibay
have made to this country. At 1009
hrs. hijackers have threatened  Pakistan
authorities that if the aircraft was not
refuelled they would blow up the aircraft.
Again at 1012 hrs. the hijackers  have
threatened that if refuelling was not done
immediately they would kill one passenger
after the other. This has not happened.
Although their threats seem not realistic.
I have been sitting all the time in the
control room and the additional informa-
tion I got was that there were mo casual-
ties. All passengers and crew members
are safe. As I have already said negotia-
tions are in progress between the Pakistan
authorities and the hijackers. The hijac-
kers are demanding permission to take
the aircraft to U.S.A. and they have also
demanded that the refuelling should be
done immediately.
