One of the principal recommendations 
of this Committee has been, among 
others, that "no fresh recruitment 
and training to be resorted to till the 
trained candidates waiting for place- 
ment are fully absorbed." Accepting 
this recommendation, Government 
have suspended the pre-sea training 
in all the three pre-rating training 
establishments namely T. S. Bhadra, 
Mekhala and Naulakshi. The position 
of available jobs and seamen will be 
reviewed in 1985 and thereafter every 
year, if necessary.
