Persons
of real eminence who have attained
the age of 65 year; and have made
outstanding  contribution i, their field
and are still capable of further pro-
ductive  research are considered for
this honour. These appointments
are made initially for 5 years on a
salary of Rs. 3000 per month. The
Ierm can be extended for another 5
years. Thereafter, a life pension of
Rs 1000 is sanctioned.

Between April 1980 and March 1984,
3 Professorships were awarded, one
to ah Ornithologist, one to a Philoso-
pher and the third to an Economist.
