SHRI JAGDISH DESAI: Mr. Depu~
ty Chairman, Sir, as far as 1 remems
ber, the monthly quota of rice to
Maharashtra up to 1982 May was
75,000 tonnes, and thereafter the quota
has been reduced, and today it ig
25,000 tonnes per month., What are the

reasons for reducing drastically the
quota to Maharashira?

Mr. Deputy Chairrnan_ Sir, as far as
Maharashtra is concerned and the
Bombay city is concened, a large popu-
lation of South Indians is putting up
there. The Konkan people take only
rice. For that purpose I would like the
hon. Minister whether the monthly

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quota to Maharashtra will be restored
to 75,000 tonnes, whether the quota of
rice to Maharashtra will be restored
to what it was in 1981-82.

Secondly, Sir, the price of the edible
oil is sky-rocketing. Today the price
of groundnut oil is Rs. 19 per kilo.
Never in the history cf India had
it gone to sch an extent. I would
tike the hon. Minjster to tell us whe-
ther edible oil in sufficient quanties
would be supplied to different States
So that the price of 0il can be kept
under control,

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD: Sir,
I have replied the questions generally
which have been asked and about cnly
one State, Gujarat, particularly he
has askeq and I have replied, If the
hon., Member expects metro reply for
all the States individally with facts
and figures, they have to give separate
notice. (Interruptions).

SHRI SURESH KALMADI: He
should answer it. He cannot get away
with it.

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD: Sir,
my reply about allotment of rice and
other things is for all States. Abcut
what the hon. Member remembers
ang tells me about cutting down from
75,000 tonnes Pper months, earlier
when there was less population and
more rice, rice was given more than
what the State wanled. A time came
in 1980 when we had to take note ac-
cording to the demand and supply
position ang rationalise ii, How do we
rationalise it? We saw our allotment
and the offtake by the State Govern-
ments. In the light of this re rationna-
liseq jt. Some times the hon, Mem-
bhers referred it as ‘“cutting gown”.
From that rationalisation, Sir I have
already told the hon. Members there
is not enough production of rice in
the contry. Therefore, we have to
allot accordingly to all the States.

Secondly_ I would request the hon.
Members to persuade the Government
of Maherashtra to procure rice where
it is available in some districts which
should have been procured, When the

I congra-
tulate the State of Andhra Pradesh
that they produce rice in surplus.

They keep a major part for themsely-
es naturally and giveus at least five
lakh tonnes per year—tan lokh tonnes
1 give them back—in the allotment to
give to the other States. So far as.oil
is concerned, I find that we have
allocated up to August 1984, 81,700
tonnes, Their demand has heen al-
most double. As I gave the reasons it
would not be possible for us to give
more, but we are trying, especially
this year, to have more and more of
oil. It depends upon the price in the
internationa]l market; it depends upoR
the foreign exchange that is available,
Therefore, with this constraint I will
do my best; 1 will do what I can lo
the State in the case of oil.
