severe constraint of resources and 
non-materialisation of Daitari Steel 
Plant the work on rail link from Dai- 
tari to Banspani was not taken up 
after completing the first phase of rail 
line from Jakhapare to Daitari. Now 
a traffic-cum-final location survey for 
construction of the second phase of 
Jakhapare Banspani rail line, i.e., 
between Daitari-Keonjargarh is in 
progress. No funds have, therefore, 
been provided for construction of 
second phase of this line in the cur- 
rent financial year. Upon completion 
of this survey, decision on construction 
of this phase of rail link will be taken 
subject to availability of resources.
