(SHRI SHIVRAJ PATIL): (a) 'Star Wars' 
officially known as Strategic Defence 
Initiative-is at present mainly an R&D effort 
aimed at determining the feasibility and 
complexities of a space based defence system 
against ICBMs carrying nuclear warheads and 
the programme calls for development of key 
technology areas including space tests of 
tracking and detection system. As such, it 
does not pose any threat to any of the 
satellites launched by-India, at the present 
time. 

However, if and when such systems are 
made operational, in a state of war, all 
Satellites including our own could be 
seriously affected. 

(b) Government of India has been trying all 
forums including the United Nations forum to 
prevent extention of arms race into outer 
space.
