The traffic on 
Up line was also restored on 5-12-1984 
except for a small stretch* between 
stations Akkampet and Sullur'upetta 
where single line working was in- 
troduced for rebuilding of permanent 
bridges with suitable waterway. Work 
on some bridges has been, completed 
and remaining are expected to be 
completed  by  October,   1985.
