In fact, 
those for rabi crops have not even became 
due. However, on the basis of preliminary 
reports? received from State Governments etc. 
it is assessed that the achievement against the 
target of foodgrains production may be 
marginally short due to drought conditions 
prevailing in some of the States during the 
monsoon season (June to Ssp-tember) of 
1984, followed by subsequent lack of post-
monsoon and winter rains in some  northern  
States.
