(b) what steps Government have taken to 
reduce the ever increasing number of fatal 
accidents on Ambala-Delhi segment of this 
National Highway; and 

(c) whether there is any plan to start the 
work for providing four lanes on highway 
right upto Amrit-ear? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISIRY OF SHIPPING AND 
TRANSPORT (SHRI Z, R. ANSARI): (a) 
The number of major accident; which 
occurred on Delhi-Haryam Sector of Sher 
Shah Suri Marg, National Highway No. 1 
during the last three years are as under:—  

Year No. of major 
accidents 

1982 150 

1983 157 
1984 389 

Information regarding Punjab Sector is 
being collected. 

(b) The National Highway patrolling 
scheme launched on Delhi-Chandigarh route 
also covers Ambala-Delhi segment of 
National Highway No. 1. Under this scheme 
6 Traffic. Aid-Posts i.e. one each at Shahpui 
(Ambala), Pipli (Kurukshetra); Baroli 
(Gharuanda), Siwah (Panipat), Ganaur 
(Sonepat) and at Delhi have been set up. Each 
TAP is entrusted with the duty to patrol the 
assigned area besides exercising a check on 
overloading and over-speeding of vehicles 
and ensuring the observance of Traffic Rules 
by Highway user*. Un case of accidents, the 
staff manning TAPs are required to render 
First Aid medical assistance, including 
removal of the victims of accidentc to the 
nearest medical centre, removal of the 
vehicles involved in the accidents from the 
site and to regulab the traffic.
