(b) The National Highway patrol-
ling scheme launched on Delhi-Chan-
digarh route also covers Ambala-

No. 1. Under this scheme 6 Traffic.
Aid-Posts ie. one each at Shahpur
(Ambala), Pipli (Kurukshetra),
Baroli (Gharuanda), Siwah (Panipat),
Ganaur (Sonepat) and at Delhi have
been set up. FEach TAP is entrusted
with the duty to patrol the assigned:
area besides exercising a check on
overloading and over-speeding of
vehicles and ensuring the observance
of Traffic Rules by Highway users.
In case of accidents, the staff man-
ning TAPs are required lo render
First Aid medical assistance, includ-
ing removal of the victims of accidente
to the nearest medical centre, removal
of the vehicles involved in the acci-
dents from the site and to regulatc
the traffic,
