Anti satellite 
and anti-ballistic missile defence systems are 
being developed. 

The Government of India has been taking an 
active part in the deliberations on prevention of 
an arms race in outer space which are currently 
being conducted in the Disarmament 
Conference in Geneva. India has' also raised 
this issue in the UN General Assembly where. 
India co-sponsored a resolution on Prevention 
of the Arms Race in Outer Space in all its 
aspects. India has consistently drawn attention 
to the need to preserve     outer  space     for

uses in    various other    international forums.
