(4) A reprint of the folder on 
Khajuraho is being brought out during 
the first quarter of 1985. 

Extradition of Dr. Jagjit Singh 
Chauhan

and (b) In 1976, Our High Commission in 
London had informed the British 
Government that the passport of Dr. Jagjit 
Singh Chauhan had been revoked and 
asked for  his      deportation.     The      
British 
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Government refused the request on the 
ground that provisions for deportation 
were not designed to meet requests of this 
kind. While there is no change so far in 
the position of the British Government in 
so far as deportation is concerned, we are 
in constant touch with them at various 
levels regarding the activities of Dr. Jagjit 
Singh Chauhan.
