(b) to (d) The erstwhile Explora-
tcry Fisheries Projecty which has been
renamed as Fishery Survey of India
is being strengthened by providing
additional staff and facilities through
re-organisation into six zonal bases
at Veraval, Malpe/Karwar, Cochin,
Madras, Visakhapatnam and Port
Blair to supervise fishing operation
by the survey vessels.

It is also proposed to register ihe
Rashtriya Matsya Nigam as a Public
Sector Undertaking with objectives
to exploit deep sea fishery resources,
and to undertake commercial fishing
operations. Details of investment,
programmes and location of the Cor-

boration etc are yet to be worked
ouf.
