Sir, in the entire country there is an
acute shortage of power. The policy of
the Govcrnment to encourage the indus-
try hag come to such a stage that the
new entrepreneurs who have started their
new undcrtakings are notl getting power.
“They have been financed by the financial
institutions. They are unable to pay the
instalments anj ey wang that they
vaould be assured of this power. As a

-~ matter of fact, the Planning Commission
and the Governmeny of India have not
visualised whay woulg be the requirement
of power whep the policy of industrialisa-
tion was enunciated. In cvery State thert
are three districts which have been dec-
lared as backward districts. And there,

. an cncouragement nas been given by all
financial institutions and new people have
come 10 star{ industiies, and they are
progressing.  The new proposals which
have been taken in hand by the Govern-
ment ang by various Electricity Boards
are lagging behind ang their planning is
still at a backward stapc. And T dont
think that they will be able to meet
the requirements in = short time, As 2
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matter of fact there was a policy in bet-
ween that the Government of India has
taken a decision not to encourage hydro-
electric projects because of inves ment.
They were costly. But as a matter of
fact the thermal projects which have been
taken in hand, because of the short
supply of coal, because of the non-avail-
ability of the wagons, these things have
come in the way and there is acute
shortage in every State. I would like to
request the Government of India and es-
pecially the Ministry of Energy to take
a noe of this thing and see that these
things which are taken in hand are expe-
dited.
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
