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training facilities exist in the country.
Doctors belonging to scarce categories
arc not sponsored for employment ab-
road;

(i1) advance Increaments are granted
to specially qualified candidates on lhe
recommendations of the State and Cen-
tral Public Service Commission;

(i) improvements in the service con-
ditions °f doctors, particularly those ser-
ving in the rural areas, have been
brought about by the State and U.T.
Governments-

(iv) A scheme has been launched to
secure the community orientation of
medical education with emphasis on the
preventive, promotive, curative and re-
habilitative aspects of health care servi-
ces, to orient the doctors for service in
the rural areas;

(v) arrangements have been made for
holding of the prestigious membership
examinations by the National Board of
Examinations, which correspond to fo-
reign qualifications e.g. F.R.C.S.
M.R.C.P. etc.
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
