These colleges
were advised to j remove the deficiencies.
The compliance reports received from them
would be taken into account by the Medical
Council of India for according recognition/
approval to their medical qualifications.

There are five more medical colleges
which were started recently and one of these
has approached the Council for the purposes
of recognition of its medical qualifications.
