Career Oriented Courses

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) and (b) The National Policy on Education
provides that the VVocational Education will also be a separate stream, intended to
prepare students for identified occupations spanning several areas of activity.
These courses will ordinarily be provided after the secondary stage, but keeping
the scheme flexible, may also be made available after class VIII. Accordingly,
under Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Vocationalisation of Secondary Education
vocational courses have been introduced in more than 6000 schools in the country.
At the higher secondary level more than 150 courses are being offered under six
major disciplines of Agriculture, Business & Commerce, Engineering and
Technology, Home Science, Health & Para medical and Humanities.
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
