The import is being done
by the PEls ag well as the private sector. To ensure the avallability of edible oils at reasonable rates

the Government as of now has permitted to import crude edible cils at zero percent import duty.

() and (d) Due to the deficit in production and the consumption of pulses in the country India
has toimpart 20 - 25 lac tone of pulses every year through the PSUs as well as the private sectar. To
ensure the availability of pulses at reasonable rates to the consumers, the Gavernment as of now has

permitted to import it at zero percent import duty.
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
