PROF. B. RAMACHANDRA RAO 
(Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Deputy Chairman, I 
would like to bring to your attention the 
serious situation that has arisen due to the 
Hindustan Zine Factory on the outskirts of 
Visakhapatnam discharging toxic effluents 
like sulphuric acid, sulphur dioxide which are 
seriously affecting the health of about 15,000 
to 20,000 people in a village called Mendi in 
the neighbourhood. The people there have 
been having serious health problems. I would 
iike to appeal, through you, that the Minister 
of Industry take up this matter by appointing 
an expert committee in consultation with the 
Department of Environment to visit on the 
spot the factory, examine the effluents and 
recommend the measures to be taken to 
control pollution. 

As you know the Central and State 
Governments have enacted legislations to 
prevent all these factories from producing 
pollutants and letting them out in the 
neighbourhood. One of the important things 
that is happening here is that effluents are 
going into weils and therefore the drinking 
water is also     polluted. I    would      appeal 
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through you to the Central Government, 
particularly the Ministry of Industry, to take 
up this matter and take remedial action 
because this is a public sector undertaking.
