Firstly, the Domestic Violence Act, 2005 has been proved to be very effective. Ail
the Protection Officers to be appointed should be women because the law says that as
far as possible, they should be women. Many State Governments have not appointed women
as Protecting Officers So, all officers appointed in the police stations should be women.

Secondly, Women Police Stations have not been constituted in several States as a result of
which women do not come forward to file complaints.

Member, then it should be considered as a conduct unbecoming of a police personnel and
the person should be suspended immediately

MANMOHAN SINGH): Mr. Chairman, Sir, on
the occasion of International Women's Day, I greet all the women of our country
and reaffirm our Government's commitment to work steadfastly for the political,
social and economic empowerment of our women.

As far as the issue of reservation in legislatures is concerned, this is a
commitment which the UPA coalition has endorsed through its Common
Minimum Programme. I have been working quite hard to build a broad-based
consensus on this issue. Some months ago I had nearly succeded, but at the last
minute some problems arose and, therefore, we could not bring that Bill in the
last session of Parliament. I wish to assure you and, through you, Sir, to all the
hon. Members that I remain committed and our Government remains committed to
work towards a broad-based consensus and that we will bring forward a Bill to
this effect as soon as possible. Thank you.
