(a) The revision of the price of toned -
milk supplied by Delhi Milk Scheme
from Rs. 1.80 to Rs. 2.70 per litre
with effect from 9th September,
1983, after a period of over 5 years,
was necessitated due to increase in
the cost of raw material and other
inputs which resulted in the increase
in the cost of production.

(b) Increase in price has affecied
all the consumers of DMS milk.

(¢) The price of *milk like other
commodities is governed by various
economic factors. The milk produc-
tion in the country has increased,
but it has not been able to keep pace
with the growing deémand, Operation
Flood Projects and oiher Animal
Husbandry and Dairy Development
programmes of the Central and State

‘Governments have contributed to in-

creasing milk production. However,
contribution of Indian Dairy Corpo-
ration/National Dairy Development
