estimates are based on periodic surveys
of consumer expenditure conducted by
the National Sample Survey Organisation.
The last Survey was conducted in 1977-78
while the subsequent Survey scheduled
for 1983 is under way. On the basis of
the 1977-78 Survey; 42.18 per cent of
the total population of Andhra Pradesh
was living below the poverty line.

(b) A number of specific programmes
involving a direct attack on poverty have
been included in the Sixth Five Year Plan.
‘Some of the important programmes in
this regard are the Integrated Rural De-
velopment Programme (IRDP) National
Rural Employmen: Programme (NREP),
Training of Rural Youth for Self-Em-
ployment (TRYSEM), etc, Besides, the
20 Point Programme is also aimed to-
wards the same end of alleviation of
poverty.
