The implemen-
tation of this Scheme during the last
three yearg has been constantly pring-
ing down the incidence of malaria,
However, the implementation of the
Programme hag been affected in cer-
tain pockets ag some State have rot
been able to provide matching share
in their budgets for purchase of insec-
ticides for spray operations and also
for expenditure on carryipg out spray
operations. These States have been
requested at various levels to provide
matching provisions in their budgets
inter alig to ensure the procurement
of appropriate type of insecticides for
spray operations and for expenditure
on carrying out spray operations.
