A
creeking. wheel gets the oil, a weeping child
gets the milk and a  shouting Member
gets the question.

SHRI HAREKRUSHNA MALLICK:

‘Who gives the answer?

SHRI SHIVRAJ V, PATIL: At the turn
of this century, the proposa] is to produce
10,000 MW of electricity by -using nuclear
technology. By using different methods, it
is expected that we would be producing
100,000 or 120,000 of electricity by 2,000
AD. If we calculate this, the comtribution
by nuclear power technology would come
to about ten per cent of the total electri-
city produced.

The technology which is proposed to
be used is the technology which uses
natural uranipm and heavy water and
after that we can go to the faster re-
actor technology, if possible.

SHRI P, C. SETHI: Sir, we have had
meetings with the Delhi Police people
and their demands are under consideration
in the Committee which we have ap-
pointed and I am sure that they are fully
satisfied with the meetings which they
have had with ug and we would certain-
ly consider whatever reasonable is possi-
ble within the financial constraints.

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR: That was not
the question.

SHR1 B, IBRAHIM: Thg hon. Minis-
ter has already answered one question
which I wanted to ask. Anyway I will
put it in another way.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Then why not sit

SHRI P. C. SETHI: No, Sir. I have
already said that the associations can be
formed in order to put forth their grie-
vances, whether they are individual grie-
vances or col'ective grievances. But, as
far ag the right to strike is concerned, in
the very first part of my reply I have
answered that it should not in any way
loosen the discip'ine; and, therefore, there
is no right to strike.

SHRI SUKOMAL SEN: Sir, I would
like to draw the . attention . of the hon.
Minister to rhe last part of the state-
men where he has said, “Action on some
recommendations concerning ‘Police and
weaker sections of the society’, ‘Com-
munal riots’, ‘Armg Act’ ‘Amendments
to the Cr, P, C’, has been taken.” Bunt I
find that when atrocities take place on the
Harijaps and the weaker sections, the
police takes sides with the landlords and
they also commit atrocities on the MHari-
jans and the weaker se:tions. During
communal riots sometimes the police
plays a very partisan role. During the
last rioty in Meerut, serious allegations
were made sgainst the PAC for their
partisan role, I - would - like to koow
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what action has beem taken to sece that
the police does not commit atrocities on
the weaker sections on behalf of the land-
jordg or the police does mnot play a
-partisan role during communa) riots. I
would like to know what steps have been
taken to revitalise the police forces in
this respect.

SHRI P, C. SETHI: Sir, as far as the
police force is concerned, the Central
Police Force now comprises CRPF and
BSF. Already there were a number of
minority people there. Now instructions
have been issueq that in the creation of
new Dbattalions adequate representations
should be given to all concerned so that
every shade is reflected there. Similarly,
we have written to the State Govern-
ments with regard to the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes saying that the
police personnel should not take sides
with the land-ownerg and should protect
the weaker sectiong of society. So far as
the role of the Armed Constebulary in
U.P."is concerned, we have requested the
U.P. Government to have reorientation of
the training course and, at the same time,
to see that PAC is algp reflecting various
shades of caste and communities.
