Every 
effort is being made by the Railway 
Administration to contain the evil. Ambush 
checks besides the normal checks against 
unauthorised ajarm chain pulling with the 
assistance of Ticket Checking Staff, Railway 
Protection Force and Government Railway 
Police are conducted at vulnerable points from 
time to time. Cooperation of the State 
Government authorities concerned is also 
solicited) wherever necessary.

However, a proposal to make 
some special supervisory arrangements carved 
out from the existing resources to look after 
the suburban sections  is under consideration.
